Monday night in a fifteen-round bout
at the Yankee Stadium. The title-
holder plans to enter upon some days
of intensive training at his camp at
Tannersville, N. Y. Leonard expects
to end his training on Saturday and re-
turn here Sunday. The - champion’s
weight on Tuesday was reported at 136
pounds, Leonard is confident he will
weigh 184 pounds, one pound under the
¢lass Itmit, when he steps on the scales
i_i:mday afternoon at two o’clock.

T am feeling fine and will be ready
for:a hard bout when I enter the ring
Tendler,” sald Leonard. “I am
with my condition  and I am
satisfied; too, that I'am golng to give
Tendler }ﬁe beating of ‘his life. I have
been sparring daily in my training with
left-hand “bo; ~and have perfected a
method of attack which will minimize
the confusion which ordinarily results
in bouts between boxers of right and
left hand styles. After I beat Tendler
the other challengers can have bouts if
they want them. White, Friedman,
Kansas, Mitchell or any others who
care to challenge. Billy Gibson can
make as many matches for me as he
desires. I was thinking of returning
to the stage,.but I have changed my
plan. If I can’t get one or two more
bouts before the end of the year I may
.take my family on that delayed trip to
Europe. Maybe get someglucrative
matches over there.”

Tendler, under instruction from his
manager, Phil Glassman, is tapering off
in his training. The challenger is re-
ported within a few pounds of the
weight, and Glassman is satisfied that
the need for heavy work in the camp
at Delanco, N. J., is a thing ,of the
past. Against Joe Saunders, Jerry
Hayes and .Joe Libby, welterweights,
Tendler boxed six rounds. He devoted
some attention to shadow boxing,
punching the bag and tussling about
the ring with his camp mates., The
challenger is confidént that he will
overcome Leonard’s speed, cleverness
and boxing skill and gain the title
Leonard has held for the last six years.

Betting on the outcome of the battle
was reported more active. In the Wall
street district W. L. Darnell reported a
wager of $3,600 against $2,000 that
Leonard will \retain his ‘title. The
Tendler end of the bet was assumed by
several Philadelphians. The firm an-
nounced that it has $9,000 to offer at
odds of 9 to’5 that Leonard will out-
point Tendler and is offéering $2.000 at
odds of 5 to 7 that Leonard wins by a
knockout. Inquiries are reported com-
ing from different parts of Pennsyl-
vania regarding the betting odds.

Geneva Expects Cosgrave
and Strong Delegation at
Annual Assembly of the
League of Nations.

Geneva, July 20.—(Canadian Press).
—President Cosgrave, with a strong
{delegation from the Irish Free State,
{will probably come to Geneva for the
|annual meeting of the Assembly of the
|League of Nations in September, when
ithe Free State is expected to be elect-
|ed a member of the league.

This announcement was made yes-
terday by Michael MacWhite, perman-
ent representative of the Free State
here. "

“Rest assured Ireland will have her
own independent programme ‘toward
the league,” said Mr. MacWhite, “We
are not tied up with other European
nations, as most of the members of
the league are, and we feel that our
lindependence can do good.”

Ireland wants international help, he
continued. Her opportunity for econo-
mic development and prosperity is de-
pendent upon a settlement of Europe’s
woes, hence Dublin’s keen interest in a
solution of the reparations problem.

Mr. MacWhite declared the Irish
delegation would throw its weight on
the side of international co-operation,
through the league. The world need
have no féar, he added, that Ireland’s
admission would mean another vote in
the assembly for Great Britain.
