The allies continue nibbling at the
German front, while the enemy com-
pletes his preparations to take a huge
bite in the allied lines. The period of
danger has not been passed, even al-
though it gradually has become less
acute during the last three months. The
only thing to dread is another genuine
surprise and against that the allied air-
craft and infantry raiders are trying to
guard. G. H. Perris, who is with the
French armies, correctly observes that “aff |
single great surprise may cancel the'
value of an army; we must not be sur-
prised.” He sends the reassuring word,
confirming ‘our belief, that “in the west
the balance of forces is now practically
level and every day several new Ameri-
can battalions are ready for the field.”
“Welter Duranty, also with the French,
agrees with Perris that the Germans are
all set for another drive, He argues thag
the next effortsof the enemy will be the

‘most powerful and most desperate vet.

On the other hand, Edwin James, who is
with the American armies, says: “It is
not to be supposed that the drive about
to come will be the Huns’ supreme ef-
fort. Evidence is not lacking that the
German high command plans a supreme
try for Paris in August. Some members
of the British War Council have ex-
pressed the opinion that the erisis of
this year’s campaign will come in Sep-
tember. The writer is inclined to think
that the next offenesive of the enemy
will be the most powerful that he will
make this year, that it will be made dur-
ing July, and that no other really great
effort will be made by the enemy before
September, when the allies will be strong
enough to force him back on to the de-
fensive unless Von Buelow, with the aid
of German troops, is able to gain an im-
portant victory in the mountains of the
Trentino.
