(Alderman McCabe) in the chair, Miss

Dendy, the honorary secretary, present—'
ed an interesting report upon the year’s'

work, and Sir Thomas Shann said the
society’s colony at Sandlebridge had
proved to the govérnment the practica-
bility of the permanent care of the
feeble-minded. Without that proof
there would not yet have been a mental
deficiency act on the statute book.

The annual report, read by Miss
Dendy, referred to the year 1918 as a
most eventful one for all concerned for
the welfare of the feeble-minded and for
the welfare of the nation. The mental
deficiency act had been passed, and in
the future it would probably be recog-
nized as the greatest measure of social
reform that has as yet been given to the
nation. Dealing with the work of the
society, the report Said that at Sandle-
bridge the number of boys and girl over
gixteen years of age was increasing, and
now there were fifty-five boys and forty-
four girls’ over school age. Twenty-five
of the boys and the same numbev of
girls belonged to Manchester and Sal-

ford, and for this number of the feeble-,

minded efficient after-care was provided.
In the school and colony there were 269
children. Every bed was full, and there
was a long waiting list. This hospital
was built and would shortly be ready
for occupation, and the society’s next
undertaking would very likely have to
be the: huilding of a second dormitory
at Brook House, -because another set of
lads would shortly be old enough to be
removed to the men’s quarters. In the

of its supporters could endow it.

The lord mayor in moving the adop-
tion of the report, said he hoped the
mental deficiency act was only the be-
ginning of powers which would give
greater opportunities for dealing with
the feeble-minded.

Sir T. T. Shann, in seconding, said the
society work had been an example to the
government showing the only possible
way of dealing’ with a class which en-
cumbered the path of social and eco-
nomic improvement. Had it not been for
the work -of the society in constantly
preaching the doctrine of permanent
care and in proving its practical applica-
tion the mental deficiency act would not
yet have been on the statute-book.

The report was adopted.

DIAMONDS MINED IN U. S.

Precious Stones ;f. Various Kinds Are
Widely Distributed

Gems and precious stones were pro-
Iced in the United States in 1912 to the
value of $819,722. The kinds of precious
stones found in the United States are
many, ranging from diamonds of fing
quality to low grade stones such as
agates, but, as is seen from the total
vaiue of the output, there are no really
large operations.

The principal gem mineral mined in
the United States during 1912 was Mon-
tana sapphire, of which there was alarge

output for use both as gems and in me-
~hanical applications. The greater part

of the gem sapphires came from the
mines in Fergus County, where they oc-
cur in a rock matrix. The majority of
these stones have the true sapphire blue
color. The bulk of the sapphire for me-
chanical use came from the placer de-
posits in Granite and Deer Lodge coun-
ties and consists of vari-colored stones.
The development of the opal deposits
of Humboldt County, Nev., was attend-
ed with much succesd, and a quantity

of magnificent gem material was ob-
tained. The opal is of an unusual type,
consisting of dark, translucent mineral
with a variety of rich colors. The de-
posits promise to supply a gem equal
if not cuperior in beauty to the opal
from Australia.

Prospecting and mining at the emer-
ald mine in North Carolina were at-
tended with only partial success. 'Two
pockets or deposits of emerald were re-
moved during the year: other develop-
ments consisted mainly of exploratory
work, which has continued into 1918.

The tourmaline output of Southern
California was small, but some magni-
ficent specimen crystals were obtained.
Especially fine gem crystals of kunzitg
were found and brought good prices,
The production of turquoise was very
small compared with some previous years
Beautiful amethyst was found in War-
ren County, N. C. and some fine gemsy
have been cut from sample crystals. A,
few fine specimens of golden beryl were
obtained from prospects in Alexanden
County, N. C. Beautiful gems were cut,
from some of these. The productior of
agate and associated varicties of chal-
cedony was again large in several west-
ern states.

No great advances are reported in dia~
mond mining in Arkansa during 1912.
Several dozen diamor.ds were found and,
several diamond washing plants were
constructed for operation in 1913.

It has been practically impossible to

since the first discovery in August, 1906,
Most of the stones are still held by the
mining companies and few have been
sold. It is estimated that about 1400 dia<
monds weighing nearly 850 carats have
been found from August, 1906, through
December, 1912. The total estimated
value placed on this cutput in these res
ports amounts to $12,108.—Washington
correspondence in New York Sun.
