“This 1s a very rough country,
and in some cases where we have
cut lumber: that was of any value
we have had to cut on mountain
sides and sluice it. ‘And then again,
& great many of the trees are burnt
around the trunk and are dead. By
cutting off a portion around the
butt of the tree we can make it look
like green lumber. This we are do-
ing, and Mr. Bury in looking at the
brows that we have in the woods
would gather quite a different im-
pression from one who would go
through before they were cut,

“This reserve has been cut over
for a long time and the only trees
that are left that are of value are
as you can well understand, in very
difficult places to cut. However, I
have some other business matters
which will call me to Ottawa very
soon, when I will certainly make an
effort to meet you in your depart-
ment and discuss the matter thor-
oughly.
