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GRAND NEPHEW OF NELSON
IS DEAD IN HIS 90TH YEAR

His Name, Too, Was Horato—Enjoyed
$25,000 Peasion For Ancestor’s
Deeds

London, Feb. 28—Horatio Nelson, DL,
the third Earl Nelson, a grand-nephew of
the celebrated English admiral of that
name, is dead. The Earl was born on Aug.
7,-1823, 6o he was in his 90th year.

British taxpayers are still paying for
Nelson’s great naval victories and are like-
ly to continue doing go for many years.
Besides creating Lord Nelson’s brother, a
clergyman, a peer and purchasing a $500,000
estate for him in Wiltshire, a grateful
country conferred a perpetual pension of
$25,000 a year ‘on the earldom. For deeds
wrought by his great uncle 100 years ago
the late earl has drawn from the national
treasury $1,750,000. He possessed an es-
tate of 7200 acres and a rent roll of nearly
$30,000 a year. ]

The Nelson pension was the last perpet-
val ‘pension ever granted in England.

The late earl succeeded his father in
1835. He married the oldest daughter of
the Earl of Normanton, who died in 1904.
They had two sons and two daughters.
His life was uneventful. He was a com-
missioner of the Royal Patriotic Fund. His
eldest son, Viscount Merton, was born on
Dec. 21, 1857. Both the Earl and Viscount
lived at Trafalgar House, Salisbury.

The firet Horatio Nelson, who was a
peer, was the victor at the Nile, in 1798;
Copenhagen, 1801, and Trafalgar, 1805. He
was godson of Horatio Walpole, Earl of
Oxford, and the dukedom of Bropte in
Sicily was conferred upon him. He was
made Baron Nelson of the Nile and Hil-
borough in 1798, and Viscount Merton of
rafalgar and Merton in 1801. His brother
wae created earl in 1803.

Larl Nelson, owing to hig great age,
was known as “father” of the House of
Lords. He lived in the mansion which the
nation built on the estate purchased from
the public funds and presented to the for-
tunate heirs of the admiral. He was edu-
cated at Eton and Trinity Collegs, and was
a member of the Carlton Club.

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MAKE PREMIER'S
 SHARY 55,000

This and Increase to U. N. B.
Features of Provincial Budget—
Bigger Revenue, Bigger Expendi-
ture, Bigger Debt

Fredericton, N. B., Feb. 27—Provincial
Secretary McLeod took an hour this after-
noon to make his budget speech, and the
motion to go into supply was carried a
few minutes later.

For the first time, it is said, in the
history of New Brunswick there was no
criticism of the financial statement of the
government. The gecretary’s ' speech was
delivered with vigor and was apparently. a
most conclusive answer to those critics
who have been asserting that his health
would not permit him to present the state-
ment of his office.

His most important announcement was
the substantial increase in salary of the
premier, whose services after this will cost
the province $5,000 a year, instead of $2,-
600

This and the increase of $2,000 in the,
grant to the university were the principal
features of the budget speech. He spoke
of the absence of the strong opposition of
last year, and ‘felt that because of this his
presentation might be somewhat prosaic
and lack its usual zest.

He figured that the net increase in the
public debt in 1912 would only be $44,-
509.70. - The real increase was nearly $200,-
000, but it was:reduced by the payment
for the Grand Falls power, the right of
way of the Transcontinental, and other
smaller amounts, so that the real increase
in debt was only $44,589. :

Ag comipared with this the increase In
round numbers in 1808 was $208,000; ix
1909, '$217,000; in 1010, $185,000; in 1911,
$246,000. Next year, however, because of
the St. John Suspension, the Grand Falls
and the Newcastle bridges, he promised

‘| that ‘the debt would be largely increased.

He hinted at an additional sum for the
crown lands ‘sinking fund by the sale of a
large tract of government land at McGiv-
ney Junction for a manoeuvre ground. The
revenues of the province were n}t large
enough yet; but they were increaging rapy
idly. . They' expected \ more from game
licenses and the revenues'from the provin-
¢ial secretary’s office were growing.

The increase in the interest charges he
blamed' the old government for, and yet in
the next sentence he dwelt upon the high
rates of interest being called for at pres-
ent and the fact that there were over
$800,000 of treasury bills of New Brunps-
wick afloat.

He touched briefly upon the school book
question and the government’s policy, inti-
mating that he would even gb as far as to
give free primary text books to the pupils
in the public schoois.

The importance of agriculture and the
large expenditure of over $100,000 this year
including both provincial and federal
grants, was also dwelt upon.

The necessity for increasing the silaries
of officials, because of the high cost of liv-
ing, a reduction in the cost of probating
small estates, and the euccess of Jhe im-
migration policy all furnished subjects for
extended reference.

Nothing, however, was said about any
additional gxpenditures upon the highways,
in the line“of permanent roads or a change
in the ‘préSent policy of administration of
road moneys.

No hint was given, in this most import-
ant speech of the session, of the govern-
ment policy with respect to the remewal
of the lumber leases.

No reference was made to the huge bond
guarantee for the Valley, the Grand Lake
and the Southampton railways. There
were many other omissions of a minor
character. The farm settlement board did
not come in even for mention.

Tt is thought that the increase of salary
granted to the premier will settle the
question of his resignation. Some of his!
supporters made no secret of the belief|

NAVAL BILLPUT
THROUGH HOUSE

On Second Reading Has Majority |
of 30—Stirring Speech by Sir
Wilfrid—Borden’s Position Set
Out

Ottawa, Keb. 28—The naval bill was

jammed through the house early this morn-
ing on second reading by a majority of'28.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier made a stirring speech

earnestly maintainmg the rights of all
Canadians to control their own affairg as
a nation within the empire, to guard their |
own coaét and trade routes, and to ase-
sume that portion of the imperial burden
that Britain was now bearing.

Premier Borden has abandoned any idea
of a Canadian navy. This is the onlv con-
clusion that can be drawn from hig specif-
ic declaration that what he stood for was
“one empire, one fleet, and one foreign
policy, as compared with five foreign pol-
jcies, and five scattered fleets of five dif-
ferent portions of the empire, which must
then all go down individually to defeat.”

Sir Wilfrid, Premier ‘Borden and Hon.
Mr. Emmerson were the speakers.

The vote taken after 1 o’clock this morn-
ing concluded the second stage of the gov-
ernment’s attempt to force the measure
through. The second reading carried with
the echoes of the two declarations from the
leaders going out of the country. “We
call for a submission of the issue to the
Canadian people,” was the -Liberal chal-
lenge through its leader. “We will force
it through,” was the government response,
voiced by the premier.

Division on Mr. Guilbault’s amendment
to the amendment calling for the submis-
sion of the naval question by plebiscite to
the people was supported by eleven votes,
ceven being Nationalist-Conservative and
four Liberals. The Nationalists were
Messre. Achim, Boulay, Mondou, La-
marche, Barrette, Guilbault and Belle-
mare. The Liberals were Messrs. Thomp-
gon, Proulx, Turriff and Lapoint. The
figurés, of the division were 11 yeas, 187
nays.

Division on Mr, Turriff’s amendment
calling for immediate redistribution to be
followed by an appeal to the country on
the naval issue was 81 yeas, and 117 nays,
a government majority of 36. Four Nation-
alists, Messrs. Achim, Lamarche, Barrett
and Guilbault voted for the amendment,
and Col. McLean, ,Liberal, again voted
with the government.

At 2 o'clock this morning the third divis-
jon was taken on the second reading of
the government bill. It carried by a vote
of 114 to 84, a government majority of 30.

“Coming down,” cried the Liberals,
amid cheering. The seven Nationalists
voted against the government, and Colonel
MecLean again with it.
