19. When the Synod is about to rise, every member 
shall keep his seat until the Bishop, or 'other person\ 
presiding, has left the Chair.

IV.—Rules regarding Committees.

1. All committees shall be named by the Chair, unless 
otherwise ordered.

2. The reports of committees shall be in writing, 
signed by the chairman, and shall be received in course, 
unless a motion be made for their recommittal.

3. The chairman of the Committee, or some member 
deputed by him, shall explain to the Synod the bearing 
of any portion of the report, if requested by any member 
of the Synod.

4. All reports of committees recommending any action 
pression of opinion, shall be accompanied by a

resolution for the action of the Synod thereon.

“ Church of England” wherever they oocur in this or 
the previous day’s proceedings, into the words “ United 
Church of England and Ireland.”
