XXI. The Treasurer shall have the custody of the funds. 
He shall countersign such certificates of admission as may be 
issued by the Secretary. Ilis accounts shall be fairly kept, 
and exhibited to the President and the Managing Committee 
whenever called for, and shall also be laid before the Society 
at its January meeting. It shall be the duty of the Treasurer 
to open and account with such one of the Chartered Banks in 
the (, ity as may be approved of by the President and Mana­
ging Committee ..l the Society, and there deposit the securities 
of the Society in the joint names of the President and of him­
self ; and, when directed by the Committee, all funds belong­
ing to the Society, and paid to the Treasurer, shall be deposited 
in such Bank.
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XXII. All vacancies in the oiliccs of the Society, happening 

in the interim between two succeeding Annual Meetings, may 
be filled by election in the usual way at the Quarterly Meet- 
ing next after the same shall have occurred.

XXI11. 1 o preserve order, and to expedite the business of 
the Society, any member who may have proposals to make, 
or observations to oiler upon any propositions, shall rise and 
address the President ; and 
when speaking, if the speaker be in order.
