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NRS. AGNES MORRISON
BURNED 10 DEATH.

Shocking Tragedy at the West Side Saturday Night--
Fell While Carrying  Lighted Lamp, and Apparently
Was Stunned as She Never Rose~-Fire Discovered Dy
Heighbor and Was Soon Einguished

Mrs. Agnes Mo:rrison, an elderly lady
alone in her home at 127 Queen street,
‘West, on Saturdzy night was the vic-
tim of a shocking accident. After
having retired for the night the old
lady left hér bed and lamp in hand
was making her way to the pantry,
when she apparently fell, breaking the
lamp, and was burned to death.

The house where Mrs. Morrison met
such a tragic death is a two story
wooden building on Queen street. With
Mrs. Morrison lives her widowed
daughter, Mrs. Baille, but on Satur-
day Mrs. Bailie was at Spruce lLake,
where she had gone to spend a few
days. Usually when Mrs. Bailie is
away Mrs, Morrison’s other daughter,
Mrs. Walter' XLowe, remains in the
house with her, but on Saturday night
Mrs. Morrison, who was about seventy
years of age, was alone in the house.

The accidentstook place about eleven
o'clock. It would seem that she had
gone to ner bed for the night in her
bed room, which is on the first floor.
They state of the bed clothes showed
that it had been occupied. Wishing,
however, 1o go to the pantry off the
kitchen, she passed through the dining
room to the kitchen and fell forward
in the kitchen, her head striking the
wall between the rear door. of the
house and the door of the pantry. The
lamp was shattered and her. ¢lothing
sucked up the blazing oil. Many rea-
sons might be given for her fall. Mrs.
Morrison has lately had heart trouble
or she miy have tripped on ouﬁ pt the
rugs on the floor.

The first alarm was given by a neigh-
bor who saw the flickering flame
through the pantry window. She called
the attention of a young man named
John Amos to the fact.

Looking in a rear window he saw the

flames creeping along the floor and im-
mediately burst open the rear en-
trance. Seeing the dark form, he pull-
ed it over and found it charred. He
immediately rushed out and sent in an
alarm and then rushed back again and
was able to put the flames out with a
pail of water.

Coroner Kenney, who was summoned,
and Officer Gosline made an investiga-
tion on the spot and Amos and those
who were the first to find the body
were questioned. The body was found
to be terribly burned. Stunned per-
haps by striking against the wall, Mrs.
Morrison at least made no effort to
escape, but seems to have lain exactly
where she fell. One side of the face
was charred, while the other was only
slightly blistered. Both ears and arms
were burned off. Coroner Kenney gave
permission that the body should be
wrapped up and taken to-the under-
taking shop of I. O. Beatteay. The
funeral will take place at 3.30 this af-
ternoon. - As he saw no evidence.of
violence, the coroner thought there was
no occasion for an inquest.

Mrs. Morrison wgs the widow of the
late Hugh Morrison, ship carpenter,
who died a number of years ago. Be-
sides leaving ‘two daughters, previous-
ly mentioned, she is survived by one
son, Dr. Sterling Morrison, who has a
large medical practice in Montreal. W.
C. Wilson telegraphed to Dr. Morrison
had died suddenly.
Chas. Morrison, another son, was for-
merly a school teacher there, resigning
on account of ill-health. Hewas for a

! time {n the C.P.R. offices, and died not

very long ago, while Fred Morrison,
who also for a time was connected with
the C. P R., died within the last year.
