: ently it is regarded as a visitation of
Providence which must bé born with
gatience at the close of every sum-
mner. Others have blamed the water
_supply for the spread of disease but
%his charge seems to be unfounded.
The latest theory advanced is that it
s largely due to defective d-ainage and
Pad plumbing. While this latter theory
\comes nearer the mark, the part played
4n the spread of the epidemics of in-
fantile diseases and typhold fever by
ghe insignificant house fly is too largely
overlooked. It has been sclentifically
- idemonstrated that the fly is responsible
for the greater number of these cases
pbut until this fact is recognized in its
full importance, and precautions are
gaken to the extent which the situa-
tion demands the spread of summer
idiseases may be expected to continue.
The more one learns apout the fly the
jess popular it becomes. There is no
better device for carrying germs known
mnd when one insect has been estimat-
ed to bear several million microbes it
#s not surprising that in a fly infested
city disease should be prevalent.
‘When a fly, coming from the nearest
Parn yard or swill pail, with a choice
mssortment of disease germs on Its
feet and wings, invades a‘kitchen and
#rails over food or takes a bath in the
milk a large number of these germs
mre dislodged in the food and left there
o multiply, which they do at a most
mlarming rate. It addition to this flies
living on infected food deposit germs
by thousands in the fly spgcks which
g#orm another source of contagion. If
Bt were the exceptional fly that was
thus affected they might not give rea-
gon for serious alarm but this is not
#the case. Flies breed in filth and exist
pn it and their haunts are the breeding
places of disease. Investigators have
made out a complete case against the
#ly but they have also gleaned informa-
ftion regarding it which makes the
battle against this dangerous pest
easier, For instance they state that
the governing motive of the fly is the
dmpulse to move towards the strongest
smell and the reason the fly enters a
house is because the odors proceeding
from it are stronger than those out-
mide. The practical application of this
is that if the kitchen is ventilajed by
ppening the upper half of the window
gnd this opening is covered with a
gcreen few flies will enter the house.
Another valuable discovery is the
Influence of light on flies. By shading a
room and leaving a single opening
ghrough which the brighter daylight
can be seen the flies will be drawn ir- |
wesistibly out of doors. A study of the
psychology of the fly reveals a number
©f methods by which he may be kept
put of a house or disposed of if he
does enter. No matter what methods
are used constant vigilance is the only
mbsolute safeguard and when lives de-
Pend on it it is quite worth while.

In 1900 the naval expenditure of
France was just short of fifteen mil-
lions, in the following year it was 13%,
and the estimates for 1909 are the
highest since that date—l3 1-3 mil-
lions. k

The amount voted for néw construc-
tion has averaged about five and a
half millions yearly, and the present
estimate of £5,760,176 is the highest in
‘the ten years.

‘With the exception of a slight reduc-
tion of a quarter of a million in
19045 Germany has been increasing
her naval expenditure year by ear.

In 1900 to 1901 -the figure was &£7,-
648,781, but last year this amount had
been more than doubled, and the pre-
sent estimates as voted are £19,538,-
188.

The amount voted for new construc-
tion and armaments has followed simi-
lar lines, rising from £3,401,907 to £10,-
751,468,

With such a heavy burden already
oppressing the taxpayers of the old
country, the action of the colonies in
offering to assist in keeping up the
Empire’s navy comes a welcome relief.
Its greatest value is not in the ac-
tual amount of money contributed but

1in the inspiration which it must be

to Great Britain to find that those
who have so long been dependent are
now in a position to offer help. Can-
ada is not a warlike nation, but if
we begin to call outselves a nation we
must also be prepared to accept the
responsibilities of a nation one of the
chief of which is the problemn of self-
defence.

CADETS TO TRAIN
IN AIRSHIP SCHOOL

German Government De'ermined fo Bring
Aviation fo Ilis Grealest
Perfec'ion.

BERLIN, Sept. 10—The new airship
school at I'riedrichshafen is nearing
completion and will be openad in Oc-
tober. The majority of the puplls will
be young cadets, who are obliged to
bind themselves for a course of in-
struction extending over two years.

Provision is also being made for the
instruction of senior offlcers, naval
men, and military engincers. The gov-
ernment’s subsidy has been greatly
supplemented by the gencrosity of
commercial men,

Count Zeppelin = +will present the
school with a balloon free of cost.
Steam launches to be used for fcllow-
ing the flights as well as motors for
further airships await the cpering of
the school.

The emperor and all the jmperial
family traveled to the 'Tempelhofer
Feld on the afternoon of Angust 28 to
welcome Count Zeppelin on his arrival
in his balloon from Friedrichshafen.
The arrangements made on this occa-
sion were such that the Loax which
occurred recently by which the kaijser
was induced to remain waiting for the
count for hours, will not be repeated.

The new Zeppelin dirigible used was
different from its predocessors in the
fact that it was fitted with tiree cars
fnstead of two, each car being provid-
ed with separate motors.

British Golumbia Judge Delivers Scathing

VANCOUVER, B. C., Sept. 10—When
sixty Chinese gamblers of Stevenson’s,
appealing on a technicality. against the
decision of’the magistrate of Richmond
municipality, came, before Judge Grant
yesterday the latter referred scathing-
ly to gambling by whites at the Minoru
Park race track, recently. opened.

Judge Grant said:. “I understand
that white men have been gambling in
an open and flagrant manner since
August 19, and until the municipality
declares as. to whether or not it is
going to permit such a condition of
affaire, I do not think I should be
justified in sentencing a Chinaman.
If the municipality of Richmond -is
not anxious to stop gambling going on
among the white men in the district I
do not see why I should be anxious to
stop fan-tan playing among the China-
men.

«The Chinamen have the same pri-
vileges and rights in law as white
men,”

The judge reserved decision for a
month to allow the municipal council
to decide what it is going to do,

Told of McDougall's Connection With Free
Speech—John W, -Hornbrook
the 12th Juror.

At the afternoon session of the Cir-
cuit Court yesterday before Mr. Justice
White, the case of the Xing vs. e,
Bruce McDougall' was resumed. After
some difficulty John W. Hornbrook
was sworn as the twelfth juror.

In opening the case for the Crown
Attorney General Hazen extended a
warm welcome to Messrs. Ritchie and
Mellish, the visiting counsel, and ask-
ed that all the courtesies of the New
Brunswick bar be extended to them.

Mr. Hazen went on to say that the
prisoner was indicted on eleven counts.
The Crown intended to prove that
Magistrate Kay was libelled by a car-
toon, as under the criminal code it was
not necessary.that such dJdefamatory
libel should be written, In strong
terms, the Attorney General classed
Free Speech as a vile paper and de-
clared that it had insulted citizens on
whose characters and reputations no-
body can cast a slur.

H. H. Stewart, editor of the New-
castle Advocate, declared that in July,
1908, he went to Moncton to meet Mc~
Dougall. There a bargain was arrang-
ed that 2500 copies of Free Speech
should be printed for $20 in the Advo-
cate office. The first issue published
from the Advocate office was dated
July 25, 1908. Bince that date the paper
had been printed regularly. Witness
had toldg McDougall that one or more
of the artfcles would cause him to face
a libe: suit.

Mr. Ritchie objected on the ground
that the conversation %as not evi-
dence. In answer to the defendant’'s
counsel, Mr. Stewart declared he did
.not know the proprietor of Free Speech
but recognized that the paper was
printed in the Advocate office from the
style of type used. Witness. was not
acquainted with W. C. Lozgie.

To Mr. Baxter, the witness declared
that the copy had been sent by Mec-
Dougall. He never saw any copy pur-
porting to come from Loggie.

Several papers were handed to wit-
ness and certain articles pointed out,
which he declared had been sent by Mr.
McDougall. All remittances had been
sent by the prisoner.

To Mr. Ritchie, the witness said
that he had received the impression
from McDougall that Loggle was tak-
ing the responsibjlity for the paper.

Steadman Crandall, postmaster at
Moncton, was sworn and said he did
nat know W. C. Loggie. He had seen
McDougall write and considered it
was the defendant’'s signature on ex-
press orders, which were handed him.
He never saw McDougall taking Free
Speech malil from the post office.

At siw o’clock court was adjourned
and the case was resumed at 10 o’clock
this morning.

,@nce of a woman probation officer.

Policeman Brickley and Reilly have
been searching for the Braun girl for
more than a week, but were balked
when they called at the Bowery ad-
dress by the massive door, which was
always locked on the. outside with a
paddock. Harly yeSterday they follow-
ed Wing 1o the barred room and call-
ed to him to admit them,

No response was made to their de-
mands and they battered in the door
‘Wong was found in bed and the girl
in a closet hidden among a ot of taw-
“dry finery.  There were no wadows in
the room, the only opening for light
and air being the door, which was 2l-
ways locked,

At the station house the girl said
that she had been kept a prisoner in
the room for two weeks and that she
had not seen daylight in that time.
She said that she had run away from
her home in Weehawken a month ago
and had met Wong in Coney Island.

Woaogg was arraigned on a charge of
abduttion in the Tombs Police Court.

The hard-headed men doing business
in foreign lands, men with scant sym-
pathy for preachers and the like, wel-
come the missionary as a power fcr
practical good. Alfred Smith, a field
missionary of the Young Men’s Chris-
tian Association, travelling by steamer
from Calcutta to Rangoon, became ac-
quainted quite by chance one svening
with a soclable Anglo-Indian. Toward
the close of the evening the English-
man pulled a check book from his
pocket and, scribbling a few lines on
it, handed -to the astonished secretary
& check for two hundred rupees (about
