DOUBLE TRAGEDY IN
TALIAN GISTRICT

Murderer Was Himseif Slain by Unknown
~—0ne of the Dead Had Used
the Knifs Before.

DAYTON, O., Jan, 10.—Dominick Al-
lio, prominent among the Italian col-
ony here, was' shot dead last night in
a quarrel. Swift vengeance for tha
deed was wreaked upon Tomasso Val-
leilo, the other participant in the quar-
rel, whose body, stabbed through and
through, was found a little while later
behind Allio’s house. Allio’s wifs,
who was found with her hand badly
cut, told the police that Valleilo cama
to their house and after picking a
quarrel with her husband shot him.
As to the identity of the person who
killed Valleilo she professed ignorance.
She said that Allio killed an Italian
by the name of Rezzo on the night of
December 1, 1907, during the christen«
ing at their home of a girl baby. Al-
lio disappeared and was gone for some
time, but finally came back and was
arrested, tried and acquitted on the
ground that he slew the man in self-
defence,

The police are now trying to learn
from the woman if Rezzo was in any
way associated with Valleilo, but Mrs.
Allio refuses to make an statement
that might clear up the mystery,

SUMMER WEATHER

Government Leaders Find the People Giving Chief
Attention to Balfour’s German Scare---The

Lords Have Finished

a Great Campaign---Bit-

ter Attack on Ghamberlain,

LONDON, Jan. 10—It is evident, as
the end approaches, that Lloyd
George and Churchill made a tactical
mistake in sending off their biggest
fireworks at the beginning of the cam-
paign. Public feeling flared under the
ministers’ vigorous flaying of the dukes
and landlords, but after four weeks of
this kind of thing the public appetite
shows signs of satiety. It is now of
tariffs and navies and bread and but-
ter politics that both sides have to
talk. If the ruse against the Peers had
been reserved for this final week
things might have been very different.
As it is the Peers have had time to
carry through a personal campaign
unique in British politics under the
direction of Lord Hindlip who posses-
ses the inherited organizing faculties
of his forbears, Allsopps, the great
brewers of Burton on Trent. Two hun-
dred and fifty-seven meetings have
been held in less than four weeks in
all parts of England. Forty-one Peers
went on tour, among the most ener-
getic being the Premier and Catholic
Duke of Norfolk, Lords Denbeigh,
Willoughby, Northcote, who is Mount
Stephen’s son-in-law, Middleton, who
was formerly Brodrick, the war secre-
tary, Milner, Lansdowne; Curzon and
Desborough. The Radical press by re-
porting every interruption tried to
give the impression that the meetings
were rowdy but official reports re-
celved at headquarters, show that

most‘ of these Peers’ ‘meetings
were large and enthusiastic, and prove
as did the South African war, what
stiff fighting stuff there is in the best
of the Peers when their backs are real-
ly against the wall,

A Canadian friend who has just re-
turned from Falmouth where Lloyd
George speaks tonight, brings a gra-
phic story of Liloyd George’s difficul-
ties when he started this bread and
butter aspect of politics. Some. two
thousand granite workers, most of
whom are traditionally non-conforms-
ists and Radical, are incensed because
the ministry, regardless of unemploy-
ment here has given -to Norway a con-
tract for granite for the new naval
harbor at Rossyth. Their indignation
compelled the police to advise Lloyd
George to abandon the great Radical
torchlight procession from Penryn to
Falmouth on Saturday. Local bands
had "to disperse while the affair be-
came a fizzle. The minister’'s train
stopped at Penryn, but when it was
seen that Lloyd-George did not alight
there were loud cries of ‘‘cpward,”
“traitor.” Arriving at Falmouth
Lloyd-George instead of finding the
station crowded with admirers, saw
little but the policemen. At Falmouth
‘all gates and other means of access to
the station were closed. When. Lloyd-
George stepped from his compartment
his arms were immediately linked in

HOSPITAL PROMOTERS
REFUSE GITY’S GRANT

—

Citizens Decline to Accept
Small Amount Voted

——

Geuncil Has Failed in an Emerzency—
Should Pay all the Bills or None—
Hev. W. D. Reid’s Success.

MONTREAL, Jan. 10.—The finance
committee of the typhoid emergency

hospital has refused definitely its share
of the grant of the city of $15,000 to-
wards fighting typhoid. The city de-
cided that it would pay one dollar a
day per patient. This, declares the
committee, is entirely inadequate, as
even the old established hospitals find
the care of patients run over $2.50 a
day while the initial expense of the
emergency hospital is heavy, which
would make the cost per patient very
much higher. The committee holds
that it was the work of the city in the
first place and they should have paid
the whole cost. But it held back till
forced by public opinion and . then
came forward with a paltry fifteen
thousand which is to be divided among
half a dozen hospitals. They politely
refused the grant and ask for a grant
4n proportion to the work which is be-
Ing done. The funds of the hospital
now - amount to over fifty thousand
dollars.

Rev. W. D. Reid last evening an-
nounced to Taylor church that he had
accepted the position of . superintend-
ent of Presbyterian missions for Al-
berta and and would leave in a month.
When he joined Taylor church there
were 270 members and a deficit. Now
there are 1,300 members and no debt,
while $23,000 has been spent in im-
provements on the church.

FOR AVIATION WEEK

———n

Los Angeles Crowded for the
Contests of the Air

Gurtiss Hopes to Prove at This- Meet That
He Has Not Borrowed Any of
the Wright Ideas.

LOS ANGELES, <Calif.,, Jan. 10—A
faultless day, dawning cloudless and
bringing with it a mere zephyr of a
breeze, opened the international avia-
tion meeting at Dominguez Junction
today and witnessed the first competi-
tive trials of aeroplanes in America.

-All of the —machines were tested
early. Scores of French, British and
American mechanicians, brought here
by the aviators and dirigible pilots,
were busy tuning up the delicate me-
chanisms that drive the nine bi-planes
and monoplanes which are entered for
the contests and the big cigar-shaped
air craft belonging to KXnabenshue,
and when the main body of the throng
of spectators began arriving before
noon everything was in readiness.

The grandstand with - the tiers of
boxes holds: nearly 2,000 people. They
were crowded before the first attempt
at flight was made and beginning at
2.30 o’clock three car trains were run
every two minutes from the city and
it was estimated that the facilities at
hand were capable of handling 15,000
persons in forty minutes.

It was announced early that Glenn
H. Curtiss would make the first flight
today and would be followed probably
by Paulhan and the two aviators
Paulhan brought from Frahce with
him, Miscarol and Maisson.

Curtiss said that his flights today
would have an important bearing on
his patent controversy with the
‘Wrights and in his opinion would end
the litigation which all but prevented
the halding of the aviation contests.

“In the arguments of their lawyers
the Wrights proved theoretically - to
Judge Hazel in the Federal Court at
Buffalo that my machines depend on
a vertical rudder to maintain equili-
brium,” said- Curtiss. “I will demon-
strate by actual flight that they do
not. That will end the action for in-
junction, for the Wright patents hinge
on what is called the warping surface.

: Their machines have to depend upon

the vertical rudder to help them main-
tain their balance. The -warping sur-
face of the planes gives their ma~
chines a turning tendency which the
rudder has to overcome, The rudglers
on the Curtiss machine have no such
function, This meet will prove what I
say. We are going to take the decision
of -the judges before the courts.”

There is no set programme for any
day except Saturday when the Govern—
ment dirigible, in charge of Lieut.
Paul Beck, of the Signal Corps, will
try a night attack on the Revenue
Cutter Perry in San Pedro harbor.

Any aviator may go up at any time
between one o'clock in the afternoon
and dark and there is no doubt that
several of them probably all, are plan-
ning surprises.

There is a $10,000 prize for the long-
est flight with a passenger. Then there
are prizes ranging from $2,600 to $7,500
for speed, endurance and altitude rec-
ords.
