According to the Daily Telegraph’s 
messenger from the Japanese lines at 
Port Arthur, the Russians had prepar­
ed around the fort at Panlung a moat 
six hundred yards long and thirty feet 
wide, which they filled with petroleum 
to a depth of several feet, then cover­
ing it with wood and straw. In the 
course of an attack upon the fort early 
In December the Japanese storming 
party sank into this moat which the 
Russians fired u 'Ah an electric fuse. 
The fierce conflagration lasted all 
night and day and hundreds of Jap­
anese were burned to death, but the 
eecond night, the trench having dried 
up, the Japane.se advanced in email 
detachments protected by large wood­
en shields and engaged in a savage 
bayonet duel. The Japanese, the re­
port continues," captured the position 
and made prisoners Vf 152 Russians.

ST. PETERSBURG, Dec. 18r-General 
Stoessel’s despatches to the Emperor,
which were received FrMay night, were 

• given out today. The first is dated 
Nov. 25, and is as follows :

"I am happy to inform your Majesty 
(that on Nov. 20, after an increased 
bombardment,

“At 5.30 o’clock in the evening of 
‘Nov. 23, after heavy firing, the Japan­
ese suddenly hurled themselves against 
several works on this front, seized a 
portion of the trenches, but they were 
thrown back by the reserves after a 
fierce bayonet struggle. They returned 
to the assault at midnight, and again 
occupied a part of the trenches, but 
were annihilated by our bayonets. At 
2 o’clock in the morning all was over, 
and your Majesty’s heroic troops were 
able to rest and to start repairing the 
damage caused by the bombardment.

“From the 20th to the 24th the Jap­
anese lost more than 2,000 men. Ail of 
»ur troops behaved as heroes. The fol­
lowing especially distinguished them­
selves: Generals Kondratenko, Nikitin 
(commander of the artillery), and Gor- 
batowsky, and Lieut. Col. Naumenko. 
(A dozen other officers in lower grades 
are also mentioned in the despatch.)

"Bombardment of the town and har­
bor continues daily. A number of 
buildings have been destroyed and the 
harbor has sustained some damage. 
.The garrisons are in excellent spirits.”

In another despatch, dated Nov. 28, 
General Stoessel says:

“The 26th and 27th were the bloodiest 
'days in the assaults on Port Arthur. 
The attacks began on the night of the 
06th against our left' flank near Pigeon 
{Bay. The first was repulsed with great 
toss to the Japanese. The same night 
the enemy attacked a detachment on 
iPantung mountain, but were repulsed, 
as also was their attack on Visokaia 
(203 Metre) MIL

“On the 26th the Japanese began to 
bombard and attack fiercely the forte 
on the northeastern front and the ad­
vanced trenches. The trenches re­
peatedly changed hands. Nevertheless 
on the night of the 26th we threw 
back the Japanese at the point of the 
bayonet. The enemy succeeded in 
blowing up the parapet of one of the 
forts and began building up parallels 
there. At another fort on the same 
night they laid sacks along the ram 
parts, but our artillery dispersed them. 
Towards 10 o’clock that evening the 
Japanese attacked a battery of our left 
Hank in considerable strength and at 
firet obtained possession of a portion 
of the works, but our heroes brought 
bayonets into use and the Japanese re­
tired leaving a heap of their men. 
Along the whole front the Japanese re­
opened a violent fire against the in­
terior of the fortress, keeping it up 
until five o’clock on the morning of 
Nov. 27.

On Dec. 12 (Dec. 2?) General Stoes- 
eel reports as follows

“The twelve days’ assault which 
commenced on Nov. 20, was definitely 
repulsed last night. I am happy to 
eay that your majesty’s heroic troops 
alone could have been capable of doing 
this. There has never been euoh a 
fierce assault. The following contri­
buted principally to its repulse:

“Generals Kondratenko, Nikitin and 
Gorbatowaky and Colonels Irrmann 
and Eretlakoff, and Lieut. Cols. Nao- 
munkl and Gandourlne. It is thanks to 
them and the heroic officers of the 
naval sharpshooters and the artillery­
men that Port Arthur succeeded again 
In resisting. The Japanese, according 
to prisoners and CMnese, lost at least 
60,000 men.

“We request your prayers and those 
of the mother empress, which are 
manifestly shielding us.
* “As general aide-de-camp to youf 
majesty, I have expreseed your ma­
jesty’s thanks to the garrison.”

THEY WILL START.

McAdamite Co. Will Open 
a Factory in St. Jehh.

St. John is soon to have a new in­
dustry. The McAdamite Metal Co., 
which is operating a large factory at 
Staten Island, New York, will soon 
commence manufacturing the metal ln 
St. John. The company own a factory 
on Queen street, wHtch is already par­
tially equipped with machinery which 
was put in at the time the company 
was organized, A complete plant will 
be at once installed, and before many 
months the factory will be in full op­
eration.

A meeting of the directors of the 
company was held on Tuesday last in 
Calais. Meetings were also held In St. 
John on Wednesday and Thursday, at 
which the decision to open a factory in 
St. John was finally settled. The di­
rectors who were present at the meet­
ings were J. D. Chipman, St. Stephen; 
Mayor Palmer and A. J. Gregory, K. 
C., Fredericton; C. J. Evans, manag­
ing director. New Yo*k; James Robin­
son, ex-M. P„ of Chatham; R. L. 
Johnston and F. A. Jones of St. John.

The ground upon which the company 
built their factory was leased from the 
city of St. John, and the building erect­
ed especially for the manufacture of 
McAdamite.

The company is under the control of 
the New Brunswick Interest and has 
undergone a partial reorganization 
lately. They have had offices at 68 
Prince William strèet in this city, for 
some time, where samples of the Mc­
Adamite have been displayed.

Heard From For Seven Weeks.

MORE BABY FARMS. Crew of Three Master Richard S.
Learning Missing—Vessel Ashore.

NANTUCKET, Mass., Dec. 19,—The 
three masted schooner Richard S. 
Learning, from Windsor, N. S., for Phil­
adelphia, was sighted in distress on th« 
east end of Long Shoal Sunday fore­
noon by Captain Gibbs of the Muske- 
gat life saving station. As soon as the 
gale had subsided sufficiently, the life 
boat was manned and started for the 
stranded vessel. The wind was blow­
ing at the rate of forty miles an hour 
and the temperature was low. 
before the life savers reached the 
schooner they were covered with ioe. 
They were forced to row for three 
hours in the teeth of the gale, and It 
was one of the roughtest experiences 
they ever had.

missing it was evident that the 
had abandoned the schooner soon after 
She struck. Captain Gibbs stated that 
it seemed impossible that a boat could 
live for any length of time in the 
tremendous sea, and he fears the 
schooner’s crew was drowned.

She is a provin­
cial woman who formerly lived on a 
farm, and she came to town some 
years ago. The births of the children 
who have been in her charge have nev­
er been recorded.

The other home for the young is on 
Brussels street, and in it there are now 
three children, one of them being a 
girl about four years of age and the 
others infants under one year. They 
are now in good health. This woman 
has also had the care of five other In­
fants, making eight altogether in three 
years, one of whom died. This home 
is said to be clean and well kept and 
the only fault found by Mr. Jones was 
that the births of the children* had 
never been registered, 
promised to attend to this in the fu­
ture.
