THE JAP’S GREATEST

SMALLPOX SITUATION AT
WESTFIELD LUMBER CAMPS

HAMPTON, Kings Co., Feb. 27.—
Considerable interest and anxiety has
been expressed as to the actual condi-
tions in regard to smallpox at the
Westfield lumber camps, the measures
taken to control it, and the probabili-
ties of success for those measures.
With the first rumors of the existence
of suspected smallpex, Dr., Wetmore,
chairman of the Kings county board of
health, visited Kennedy's camp, and
vaccingted all the men save two, who
refused to submit to the operation. He
also secured the services of Dr, War-
wick of Westfield, to watch the out-
come and report.

The suspects at the camp are now
practically safe, and it only remains
to clean wup the camps, disinfecting
them as far as possible, as well as the
men’s clothing, and keeping a sharp
outlook for any fresh indication of an
outbreak by reason of men having gone
to other camps, to their homes, or
other places,

With ,the approval of Dr, Fisher, sec-
retary of the provincial board, the
Kings county officials will send up to-
morrow & competent physician with the
necessary disinfecting material and
outfit, including tight boxes for the
men’s clothing. He will also carry with
him a few trunks full of new clothes
for the use of the men while their own
clothing is being cleansed. A careful
surveillance will be kept of the men
and their condition, and also of the
places they may visit, and it is contem-
plated to follow - this up by sending
physicians to other camps to vaccinate
as may be necessary, and to report
upon conditions and fresh develop-
ments,

Nicholas Power, .now chief of the
Halifax police, has been making a
thorough investigation into the Stetka
case and today gave out the following
important statements in regard to his
findings in the case:

“I am here at the request of the at-
torney general to investigate the fire,
and the suspicious death of the Stetka
family.

“The jury, who made a most careful
enquiry, said- it was a very mysterious
and suspicious matter and handed it
over to the crown officer to deal with.
The doctor’s report says that other
than burning they failed to find the
cause of deatd. The jury and doctors
in my opinion are quite correct. .

“I have had some experience in in-
vestigating, suspicious fires and their
cause, and I have more than once come
to a correct solution on the conclusion
of matters of that kind. Very many
theories have been advanced as to the
cause of the.fire, and the death of the
Stetka family, and after a careful in-
vestigation I have arrived at the con-
clusion that no crime was committed.

“My belief is that the Stetka family
were all asleep, when a fire, in some
mysterious way, occurred near the
front door of the house and that Stetka
and his wife, or one of them, awoke
and discovered smoke in the house.
