Enemy — Necessity of
Cleanliness Sounds
Warning Note,

Dr. G. G, Melvin, the medical health
officer, delivered an interestirig and
instructive address on “Housing” be-
fore a meeting of the Men’s Brother-
hood of Centenary church yesterday
afternoon.

In the beginning when man appear-
ed on the earth, said the doctor, the
first essentials were food and shelter.
Man /wanted two kinds of shelter, a
portable house of clothes and a fixed
house. Probably he prepared himself
a fixed abode before he prepared
clothes. A Boston man who returned
to a state of nature in Malne last sum.
mer first searched for food and then
made himself a hut before seeking
the wherewithal to clothe himself.
The first need of a house is to protect
us from the variable weather which
is a different thing from climate. The
second need is to provide a unit for
the family; the house, the place of
shelter, is synonomous with the home.

There are two kinds of houses—
the permanent and the transient.
For man the transient house, such as
the tent, is the safest from a hygenic
standpoint; it is always well venti-
lated and we can run away from it
or destroy it without much loss. Man
is his own worst enemy, so far as
disease is concerned. Before sanitary
science was developed generals realiz-
ed that the omnly way to keep an
army healthy was to keep it in mo-
tion, If an army stopped long in one
place it developed diseases which car.
ried off the soldiers faster than they
could be killed in battle. Railway
construction crews were usually
healthy, because they kept changing
their place of abode. Mosquitoes dis-
tributed malaria fever, but they first
got the poison from man. Fleas from
rats caused bubonic plague, but the
fleas first caught the contagion from

man. -
