Miss Wando Kreutzinger, Arrested in Main Postal
Office, New York, Makes Dash For Window—
Confesses To Giving Enemy Information About

Munitions Shipments.

New York, Oct. 10—After a desper-
ate struggle in the operuting room of
the Postal Telegraph Company, Broad-
way and Murray street, agents of the
Department of Justice, arrested Miss
Wanda Kreutzinger, forty-two years
old, of No. 1,324 St. Nicholas avenue,
whom they declare to he one of the
most dangerous German spies in the
United Statea.

Phe woman was arrested as she sat
at her telegraph key on the twelfth
of the budding Her struggle
with the Department of Justice agents
n the presence of 500 men and women
tors was due to endeavor to
)y a paper whi e was scrut-

cused of altempting to supply infor-
mation to the enemy about shipments
of munitions.

For six weeks Miss Kruetzinger had
been under the constant surveillance
of agents of the Department of Jus-
tice, under Charles De Woody, chief
of the Bureau of Investigation for this
district. When the five agents left his
office to arrest her, Mr. De Woody
warned them to be careful that she did
not destroy any papers

Watched Her at Work.

When the five government agents
reached the twelfth floor of the tele-
graph building they did not speak to
anybody, but walked in the direction
of the telegraph desk, at which Miss
Kruetzinger was: busily engaged send-
ing government messages to the com-
pany's various offices in what is call-
ed the Eastern division

They watched Miss Kruetzinger for
en minutes, during which time she
disposed of several government mes-
sages, when suddenly they saw her
shut off the telegraph key and then
carefully pull from her bodice a small
sheet of paper of the kind the tele:
graph company uses for re cording mes-
sages. As she started to read the pa-
per she furtively glanced on each side
of her to see 1f‘other women operators
were observing her actions. She wag
deeply engfossed in the paper when
the five agents pounced on her.

One of them seizodl the hand whioh/
held the paper, Dut ghe woman, scre
ing and fighting m{a tigress, man
ed to free her arm and, breaking awa;
from her captor tarted to run across
the floor in the direction of a window
opening over Broadway. The agents
were close on ler heels, and when they
seized her this time they twisted her
arms so that the paper, which she had
torn in small pieces by this time, fell
to the floor. Then she was hurried,
struggling all the time, to the elevator.

Continues Her Struggles.

She continued to scream and strug-
gle all the way down to the main of-
fice of the company, where she re-
ceived her hat and coat and was hur-
ried in an automobile to the office of
the Department of Justice.

When she was taken before Chief
Woody she was deflant. She said she
came to this country from Posen,
Germany, twenty years ago and that
for the last sixteem years she had
been employed as a telegraph operat-
or by the Postal Telegraph Co. She
said she worked most of that time
in the Chicago headquarters of the
company and that she came to this
city about five years ago. She declar-
ed she had rezistered as an alien en-
emy.

Beyond that information she would
vouchsafe no further information un-
til  Chief DeWoody confronted her
with a man, who, {t is understood,
was taken into custody at the tele-
graph company’'s building at the time
Mrs. Kreutinzer was arrested.

Then the woman, who is small, frafl
and has gray hair, begame hysterical,
threw herself on the floor and began
to tear her hair. Mr. DeWoody's alds
prevented * from doing harm to
he: elf and after several of the wo-
men agents had calmed her she con
sented to icll something about her
connection with gpy activities in the
country before and since the United
States entered the war. ;

Consented to Turn Spy.

S_he sald that between 1914 and
1915 she was approached by a repre-
sentative of the German government
In this city who seemed acquainted
Wwith the fact that she was an expert
telegraph operator and, because of
that fact, had been assigned by the
Postal officials to handle military, na-
val and administration ‘messages to
and from the munitions centres in
Connecticut. She consented to turn

She sald that man was iptroduced
to her by a German whose name he
did not reveal, and that he told her
any information she could give him
would be for the Fatherland. There-
upon she resumed her spy work on
the government messages which she
admitted she knew would be of value
to the German cause.

At that point she decided not to
say anything further about herself, re-
fusing to give any information about
the Germans to whom she delivered
the messages in 1914 and 1016. On
that particular feature of the case
Mr. De Woody refused to give any
information, but it is known that gov-
ernment officials at the time were
aware of the fact that she was a part
of the German spy system in this coun-
try. They did not interfere with her
because it was expected that all of
those connected with the scheme
eventnally would be drawn into the
government dragnet.

It was reported yesterday that the
government ever since the war began
has been careful not to let Miss
Kreutzinger handle information which
might lead to the sinking of a trans-
port or a munitions ship. Such mes-
sages as she was permitted to send
or recelve were of mno value to the

enemy, because the dates were
changed.
Von Bernstorffs Activities.

1t is known that back in 1914, when
Count Johann von Bernstorff, them
German Ambassador to this country,
was extending the German spy system
here, he assigned "Captain Franz von
Papen, then naval attache of the em-
bassy, to the work of enlisting in the
spy system German sympathizers em-
ploved in the offices of the telegraph
companies. It 'is understood that von
Papen managed to draw into his spy
system at least one of the important
operators in each of the large. citigs

ces they were women,

The work ofi gaining access to thesé
sples was actually brought about
through the activities of Dr. Bernhard
Dernberg and Heinrich  F. Albert,
“paymaster” for the German spy sys-
tem, who worked through various
German church and social organiza-
tions. After they had been induceqd to
play the part of spy the operators
communicated with von Papen, who
assigned them to the representative
of the German spy system in their
particular city.

Whether Miss Kreutzinger was con-
nected with Captain von Papen's spy
system in this city, could not be learn-
ed yesterday. It was sald that the
government officials are jealously
guarding all information on that point
lest it interfere with further arrests
of German spies in this country.

At No. 1,324 St. Nicholas avenue,
the address given hy Miss Kreutzin-
ger, it was learned last night that she
liveq with & Mr. and Mrs. Sellers.
The address is an apartment house.
‘The elevator operator said that little
was known there about Miss Kreut-
zinger, because she seldom spoke to
any of the other temants. Mr. and
Mrs. Sellers recelved a telephone mes-
sage late in the afternoon and they
hurriedly left the house. It is under-
stood the telephone call came from
the Waverly Home, in West Tenth
street. where Miss Kreutzinger is be-
ing detained pending further investi-
gation.
