Since the winter
port business began other portions of this
orovince have become deeply interested in
the supplying of hay and other agricultural
products to these steamers, which results
In the distribution through several counties
of a large amount of money. Besides this a
considerable portion of our population has
come to rely more and more upon this em-
ployment as a means of livelthood during
the winter, and the sudden withdrawal of
such employment will entail great hardships.
«or this we see no compensation, as ihe
Honorable Minister of Railways and Canals
nas stated that he is unable to accept the
sfter of President Shaughness to transfer to
the Intercolonial ‘Railway at Montreal the
winter business of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way during the coming season.

After the report was submitted Ald.
Macrae opened the debate. He did not
think the members of the council would
be accused of endeavoring to make poli-
tical capital out of the difficulty. He
hoped that the party he supported would
never attain - power if St. John’s in-
terests were to suffer. As long as we got
the winter port business he did not care
what railway brought the trade here.
The alderman for Wellington ward then
moved that the first part of the resolu-
tion be revised to read as ‘follows:

“That this council earnestly requests
cour government to make such arrange-
ments as will ensure to the port of St.
John during the coming winter a contin-
uance through it of the export business
which the city has enjoyed for -some
vears past.”

By the change, said the alderman, the
council would escape the accusation of
hobnobbing with the Canadian Pacific and
embarrassing the government.

Ald. Baxter favored the adoption of
the original report. As the Hon. Mr.
Blair liad declared the facilities of the I.
C. R. were inadequate to do the trade
this winter there was only one road to
depend on and that was the c. PR

Ald. Hilyard wanted to know if the C.
?. R. had not made contracts to bring
cargoes to St. John for the Head line ‘this
winter.

Ald. Armstrong did not concur with the
views of some that the C. P. R.. were
bluffing in the matter. He believed St.
John was on the eve of losing the win-
ter port trade and the council should ap-
peal to the premier of the dominion gov-
ernment to avert the calamity. Until the
. C. R. could handle the business there
should be some concession to the C. P R.

Ald. White felt that in face of the cir-
cumstances it was clearly the duty of the
council to ask the government to arrange
with the C. P. R. to carry on the busi-
ness this winter. The government would
have no right to assume that the council
was acting as an agent for the C. PR
In amendment to the amendment of Ald.
Macrae he moved that the following be
inserted in the original resolution: “And
urges that the future railway ‘policy of the
government may be such as will ensure
to the port of St. John a system of rail-
way connection to.give the city a contin-
wance of the winter export trade it has
hitherto enjoyed.”

Ald. Baxter thought that this might raise
the suspicion there was a doubt respecting
the future policy of the government.

The Halifax exhibision closed on Thurs-
day, after 1unning eight days,. the usual
term. . .
~ Apparently the official turnstile records
are not given to the press and there is a
wide difference in the attendance esti-
mates by the two morning newspapers of
Halifax. The Herald says 54,000 saw the
show. The Chronicle puts the number at
58,500. Both papers add the grand stand
attendance to the attendance on the
grounds to get at the number of paid ad-
missions. The Chronicle says 81,000 tickets
were collected at the entrances to the
grounds and grand stand. The Herald
says there were 82,000. Deducting dead-
heads from their totals the papers are
together in placing the paid admissions
to grounds and grand stand at about
70.000. ;

The Herald says “this will leave the
commission with a deficit of $6,000 com-
pared with $8,000 last year. The exhibi-
tion cannot pay without the paid admis-
«ions of 90,000 unless the prize list can be
cut down 84,000 or $5,000.”

The Herald also says:

“At the meeting of the exhibition com-
mission’ on Wednesday night, when the
date for next year was selected, President
Tongley advised the members of commis-
sion to be ready at the meeting, a month
hence, to express an opinioil w hether it
would be advisable to run the exhibition
nest year. At that meeting the accounts
will .all be in and the exact amount of
the deficit known. It is a serious ques-
{jon—this of an annual exhibition. The
opinion expressed by Mr. Innes, in favor
of a bi-ennial exhibition, 1s general among
the exhibitors, and several commissioners
also share Mr. Innes’ view. The
building and machinery hall, were both
inadequately filed at the exhibition just
clpsed. The first exhibition was held
four years ago, and since then there has
been a steady decline in the applications
for space in the main building. The fig-
ures ave:

“What does this mean? These figures
show either that the exhibiting public
are tired of sending their displays to the
main building, or that there is something
wrong with the commission, or with its
management, methods or principles. The
fact seems to be that it is too great a tax
upon exhibitors for them to make a dis-
play every year. One of the best exhibits
in the main hall cost, to put it there no
less than $500, and the firm that erected
it did so chiefly from patriotic motives,
feeling that the credit of the whole ex-
hibition was in a measure at stake, and
that if they and. two or three offier firms
did not come forward, there might be a
decided failure.

“The large deficits, the decreasing de-
mands for space, particularly in the main
building and in machinery hall, and an
apparently general opinion, at least among
cxhibitors, that exhibitions every two
years are sufficient for Nova Scotia, are
matters that the commission will doubt-
less seriously consider. I1f they should de-
cide on an exhibition for 1901, and an-
nually, they must certainly devise some
way, not merely of stopping the decline
in the number and extent of the exhibits
in the main and machinery buildings, but
of increasing them and of bringing them
up to the standard of four years ago.
Provincial legislation now provides for an
annual exhibition, the province and city
to bear any deficits equally.”
