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IN 16Y WATERS: 1
Crew of a 'Schooner Eived Throigh a Ter-
rible Experience.

' New Loﬁdon, Conn., Dec. 24—The crew
of the three-masted schooner Marcus Ed-

wards, brought into port at 10 o’clock to-
night by the United States lighthouse
tender, Cactus, tell of the fearful experi-
ence of clinging to the side of their cap-
pized vessel in the icy waters of Long
Island Sound from the early morning
until 6 o’clock tonight, when they were
discovered and their rescue effected.

The Marcus Edwards, of 135. tons bur-
then, sailed four weeks ago from .Port
iN. 8., for New York; with a
cargo of tile: In weathering a fecent
storm a leak'was sprung, which increased
in size;, until at 1 o’clack, this morning the
pumps were worked at, the rate of 600

strokes a  mipute in order to keep the

vessel afloat. - No danger was anticipated,
however, wuntil' 1.30, when ‘the Edwards
beda 1o’ fill' at the ‘same time listing to
starboard. All hands rushed to the deck
and superhumin efforts’ were made to. cut
away ‘the rigging, but of no avail, and in
a few miputes the schooner went over,
settling 'on her side in the water. The
crew of six men were all thrown clear
when the Edwards capsized:and with some
difficulty succeeded in working their way.
back to their vessel, to cling there until
daylight should bring them assistance.
But! at daybreak the fog was so dense that
all sight .of land and even of the sky was
shut out and not a sound penetrated the
deadéned atmosphere, °

For 16 hours the meh ching there, soak-
ed by the waves and by the no less drench-
ing mist, until at 6.30 tonight they were
sighted by the Cictus. Captain V. C:
Bagley, of the Marcus Edwards, explains
the disaster-on ‘the theory that the const:
ant leaking -had so weakened: the centre-
board ‘that it finally gave way causing the
schooner to fill immediately.

The Edwards was_ownéd at Jonesport,

‘Maine, and tomortow an attempt will be

made to tow her/into port.

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The Door Was-Opened a Year Ago

to, Inaugurate the Holy Year
: Which Has . Now, Terminated--
..‘_'[ughty Thousand People Were
‘ ,'Spectators of the Ceremony,

Rome, Dec. 24—The pope performed to:
day . the ceremony of closing the holy
dcor of. St.. Peter’s Cathedral with tihe
utmost pomp -of the Catholic church, His
tholiness descended -to St. Peter’s Cathe~
dral at 11 a. m. and the::Ceremonies
lasted until I p. m, The pope then re-
turned - to- his apartments apparently not
fatigued. He.intoned -the Te Deum in a
resonant voice and throughout gave evi-
dence of . being :in- excellent health and’
spirits,  He .used, the artistic_golden
trowel, subscribed. for by- the Catholics of

ded br‘ieks whichi he plated, as a'ticst
laye‘r, ‘on’ the" theshold of St. Peters
 door. The whole _pontifical court pax‘tzcv
mted in the ceremonies,

The pope, December 24, 1899 solemnly

inaugurated the holy year by perfommng
thé impressive cetemony of opén‘ng the
holy door ‘of St.” Peter's” Cathedral, at 1t
o'clock in the morning. The ceremony
was perfbrrmed in” t,‘he ‘vestiBule in the
presence of the papal officers, the mem-
bers of the diplomatic corps, leading re-
presentatives of the “Rotian nobnlty and a
number of invited guests,

After donning the pontifical robes, the
pope, borne oir ‘thé sedia gestatoria and
escorted by the papal guards, proceeded
with the cardinals and the comt to the
Sistine (fhmpel in' the'“Vatican Patace
where were gathered representatives of
the Roman ' religious* orders and clergy.
After a “brief” prayeér before the hol\
sacrament, which was there exposed,
holiness intoned the Veni Créator und
then again ascenddd the ‘sedin gestauboxm
Preceded by the elergy.-and friars, who
bore lighted candles, the pope proceeded
to ‘the vestibulk o the’ Basilica, priests
lining the halls and staircases en route.

The papal thténe hiad been erected in
the vestibulg. ‘The dupreme ‘pontiff ascend-
ed the thron,e ’which was immediately
aunmmded by cardma.ls amd other digni-
taries.

‘iuddenly a heavy bell boomed, the pope
arose and, prd%ded by the grand peni*
tentiary, walkéd “towdids the holy door,
Cardinal Mgr. Vannutelli, prefect of the
Congregatmn ot Bmhops and Reguﬂn;s,
met * him *ant Bandea him an  artistic
golden Todlle”’ ‘giver by the Itafian
bishops. Hiis. hd‘mess; wearing ‘the mitre,
uttered “thie verses ‘of 'the’ liturgy and
struck hldws with the hammer on the
door, which had. previously- been out with
a saw.’

A few momenfs of ‘silence followed,
the pope and “the papal dignitaries, in
their ‘state’ m})ee, being 'grouped before
.the door. Then_ the latter swung back
and ‘the officials of St. Peter’s laved the
threshold and door ‘posts with holy water,
while the pope opened the psalm Jubilate
Deo, which Wwas 'faLen ap” 'by the pon-
tifical choir.

The pape pavmg again coveréd hv%
head and hcﬂd ing in_his right hand
crucifix and in His left a .Ilgh‘ted candle

Riding to his feet, lie step-
ped alone within the portals of the vast
and cmpty | B:wlhca.

At this moment all the church bells in
‘Rome tang out., The pontifi stopped be-
fore the altar '6f Michasl' Angelo -whete
the janitors of the holy door for the ‘com-
ing year lmsed his feet. He addressed a
few words to them on the importance;
of the ceremony, and, then proceeded to
the altar, ' where 'the sacrament wis “of-
fered, folldwed BY'a short prayer, inem,
advancing to the high altar, he pronoun(,-'
ed a solemn be'nedncnon, aocordhng
plenary indilgences: :

By 115 p. m. the pope had returned’
to his private aypurtmenths,_havmg per-
formed the cetfemonies” with great’ ap-
parent wtisfdetion. He was smiling
throughout, but grew pale and showed
signs 6 fatigue toward ‘the end. Ne\er'
theless, he gave thie three blows upon the’
door with considerable force. Protound
silence  was mtm'ta‘m,ed‘ 'throughocu!t the:
ceremony save “when the pope gave his,
blessing” whi¢h -evoked loud “vivas.” The!
weather  was fine and an enormous comn-
course assembled in the precinets of the
Basilica. Order was preeerved inside by
the pontifical g-uurds and ountslde Dy, the
Royal Carbineers, and the ptohce ‘partici-
pated in the cet‘emomeg The spectacle
inside the vast Basilica \taq ‘superb. The
pillars of the central naive were draped
with gold embroidered” scarlet cloth, and
the porch under - which the iundt,mns
took place was tmnsformed into a mag-
nificently decomted hall.” On the left of
the holy door was evected the pontifical
throne, covered. with red and gold. On |
the right hand of the’ door stood tribunes
for royal personages, princes, knights of
Mnbh, prelates, represen‘mtave.i of the
Roman nobilty., and _other distinguished
persons.

Inside, the chureh every inch of space
was gdoupied = by. the throng, which
gathered early in .the morning, A stmng
ddtu(hment of troops, stationed ,in the
square in front of the cauthedral, con-
trolled the incoming crowds,. who liter-
ally raced to secure the besb positions.

The pope left his apartments at 11.45
a. m. borne in the sacred chair and pre-
ceded by clergy with  lighted candles,
bishops, archbishops and cardinals and
escorted by the pontifical noble guards.
On his ar x‘wﬂJ at the portal of St. Peter’s
he alighted and entered the church
through the holy door. As he appeared
on the tlneshold !;h.e solemn and silvery
tones of a tnmﬁpe‘f echoed’ through the
edifice. The 'chdpter " of the” vatican' met
him and preaenited to’ himm holy water
which he_ ,gm‘mld upon, the . congrega-

silence was,- absen*ed .wlagwh helghtene(l
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’dﬂ o&e procession feioﬂned énﬁ pro-
ceeded to the chapel of the sacrament,
where the pontifi again knelt for some
time, while the choir of the Sistine
chapel chantéd psalms.

The pope was then borne to the holy
dcor, where he alighted from the sedia
gestatoria and waited until the -entire
procession had:. passed out -through- the
door, he leaving the -church last .and
walking to the throme, where he seafed
himself. A number of sacred songs were

sung by the papal choir, after which Leo.

rose and blessed all the material empﬂoy-
ed in closing the door. Theh he descend-
ed” from ‘the throfe,” Knélt before the
Boor ‘and Tid-'with the ‘golden trowel a
layer of cement; on*whieh: he placed threé
gilt . bricks. bearing  confmemorative in-
scriptions. ,Beside . the bricks .hé placed
a cadket !contaiming Jgoid, silver: and
bronze medals and, bearing the head .of
Lco and J,nscrlp‘t‘mns recordmg ‘the . open-
ing and_ closing of the holy door.

Kansas City, Mo, Dec. 23—Captain
Heygnte of the British army, is purchas-
ing 50,000 cavalry horses and ‘mules'for
the British army in 'South Afriea. - He
came here.more than a year ago-to buy
horses and mules, but was ordered home
a short time ‘ago. But the unexpected re-
newal ‘of hostilities has made the purc]wse
of more horses and mules fiecestary. = Ad

fast as the animals are - ingpeeted: and |

bought they will be sent to Néw Orleans
and -shipped to Cape Town, Durban and
‘New London on British transports, some
of which are on their way to the United

States. One ship load of the animals wilk
‘be taken to South:Africa by Lieut. David

Moberly, leaving New Orleans soon. after
January. Lieut. Moberly said: “By the
time the horses and mules are landed in
South Africa they cost the British govern-
ment $360 a head. This is a large price for
an animal which will be fit for service only
six weeks: Most of the animals die be-
cause of.the change in climate.. They
must cross the equator in going to South
Africa and the torrid heat of the tropics
kill them rapidly.. The average death
rate on shipboard is 32 to the 1,000. Forty
days after a horse is purchased in Kansas
City it is landed in .South Afriéa. So
great is the demand for the horseés at the
front that it ds. impossible to give them
the needed rest after landing, before put-
ting them into-service. - Consequently*they
go to the front in a weakened' condition
and. not getting a sufficient amount of
food they soom die. {Since the beginning
of «the. Boer: war: England has' putchased
-over 100,000 Head of horses #nd miles in
the United States. Tt required 65 ships to
carry them from New. Orleans to South
Africa, . Government transports will be
kept very busy from now on cnrrymg the
horses which ‘England will need in South
Africa and swhich have beén ordered pui-
chased in the .United . States. Baden-
Powell now has 25,000 meunted police and
it is proposed to mount 30,000 of the Im-
perial- Infantry.. England has discovered
that her soldiers' must be mounted to be
able to cope with the Boer, who gets over
the country with alarming rapidity.”

‘The’ Great: Pork ‘Packer Contradicts

Stories: Which Have Been Circu-.
lated ‘hrowing Doubt Upon His,

Son's Misadventure--Banker Tells
of the Withdrawal of $25,000,

+Omaha, Neb., Dec. 24—Owing to con-
flieting reports sent to papers outside of
Omaha, E. A. Cudahy this afternoon sign-
ed a statement, giving the details of the
kidnapping of his son on the night of
December 18.. It is as follows:

“It has been called to my attention
that despatches are being printed which
throw doubt upon the kidnapping of my
son. I regret exceedingly that there
should be any conflicting reports or any
misrepresentations with respect. to  the

‘| erime that would create any doubt or un-

certainty. The facts briefly are these: On

Tuesday night, December 18, between 7
and 8, o’clock, our son was sent to a
nelghbor and was expected to immedintely
return. Fanlmg to return, the police were
notxﬁed « About 1 o’clock on Wednesday
morning, the coachman found aletter on
the lawn fastened to a stick and address-
ed to ‘Mr. Cudahy.’ This was a five-page
letter, with lead pencil writing and un-
signed, stating .that they had kldnapped
my. son and demanded $25,000 in gold
coin for his return and wlth specific in-
structions as to.where the mone'y should
be placed. I procured $25,000 in gold coin
and delivered the same at the point desig-
nated in the letter. 1 recognized that the
leaving of the money was but a chance at
best, but a chance that under all the
circumstances I was compelled to accept.
About five hours after depositing the
money my son was returned. While a
captive he was informed that he was heltl
for ransom in the sum of $25,000.

“These are the' plain facts, any state-
ments, rumors or assertions other than
stated above being made without any
foundation in fact.

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Paris, Dec. 24—Thirty dars, forming
part of the United States exhibit at the
recent Paris exposition, were suddenly
laid under embargo today at Havre, the
railway company. declining to surrender
them, pending payment of a claim of
5,710 - francs. This - extraordinary actiof,
seriously delayed the -departure of the
United States auxiliary cruiser Praitie
from Havre with the government ex-
hibits, has mhde the subject of a formal
protest to the -French government ' by
United States Amblissador Porter.

The company basés, its cldim on; demur-
ragé charges on freight in. the’cars when
‘the goods were brought to the exposition
‘for inttallation. Sometime ago the claim
was submijtted ‘and Major Brackett, sec-
retery of -the  American comimission, .in-
vestigated it and concluded that it had
o founkation, as some of the cars charg-
ed against the
never ocontained, official exhibits, while
the others iwere cars’ utilized - by piﬁvat
exhibitors and - nat ‘thebefore , chargeabie
to- the United: States,

Major - Brackett thereupon endeavored
to, secure a . settlement, but without, avail.
The matter dragged along- through- the
summer, the 'seerétary of the Ametican
commission. repeatedly .. expressing
nillingness to seftle any just claim
against the United States. The com-
pany le'fm the . case in an uheatisfactory
condition and finally embargoed the cars.

When Major Brackeft mas informed
by the Unifed -Stateés agent at Havre :he
wired hitn instructons to pay to the coth-
pany 500 francs in the “presénce of the
legal authorities and ‘at the same time to
enter a claim agwingt ‘the company  for
10,000 francs “as damage for obstritction
and “delay. ‘Tomotrow being a holiday
there will be no loading:of the Prairie.
The cars Wwill be réleased by the. pay-
ment of the. 500 franes. Should Wednes-
day hot - ‘bring: a satisfactory - solution,
Major Brackett will probably pay the rést
of the claim under pirotest in order not
to delay further the sailing of :the
Prairie.
