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RUSSIAN FLEET GETS
ANOTHER BATTERING.

Three Cruisers in

After Monday’s Battle.

Sinking Condition

Stranded Retvisan Further Damaged—Bombardment Lasted
Two Hours, and Japs' Fleet Retired Uninjured--Jap-
anese Repulse Russian Cavalry in Skirmish--

New Cable Likely to Japan.

London, March 1.—A despatch to the
Daily Tel:greph from Yin Kow, dated Feb.
29, rays:—

“Fifteen Japanese warships furiously
bombardsd Port Arthur from 10 until 12
o’clock this morning. The Rusiian cruisers
Novlk, Aelold and Bayan, accompavied by
four torpedo boats, sleamed out to meet
the attack. They were, hgwever, forced
to retire. The Aglold wze in a sinking
‘cJﬂd'hLmn. The Novik was badly damaged
and a torpedo boat was wunk. The Russian
bait'eship Retvizan wes ‘again damaged.

“The Japanese withdrew in good order.”

The pause in the war operations in the
Far East hag been brcken by another Jap-
anese attack on Port Anthar, of which
only the foregoing brief account is yet to
hand. This repont, however, shows a repe-
titicn of the mow familiar tactics of Japan.

It is presumed that thie attack was
made in bad ~weather, previous tele-
graphic advices having reported a severe
ga'e raging at Port Arthur. As usual the
Japanese did not remaim long enough off
the harbor to enable the gunners at the
fents to get their mange. Agllin aleo the
came {hree cruisers, the Bayan, the Askold
and the Novik, came out to meet the at-
tack, and this eugges's that either they
were the only effective gliips there or that
the larger battleships were unable to get
out.

Japs Have Comma-d of the Sea.

No news is pubished here today of oper-
alions or movements other than at Port
Anthur.

As an indication that the Japanese pos;
soes fwl command of the sea, the Shanghai
corréspondent of the Daily Express eays
it has been officially ennounced that the
Jaipanese mail boat service between Shang-
thai and Japan will be resumed Saturday
without naval escont.

According to a report from St. Peters-
iburg, a body of Coancks from the South
Ulsuri province, with quick firing guns,
is advancing along the east coast of Korea

to prevent the landing of the main Jap-
anese army end the comment is made that
possiib.y ‘the reported Japanese landing at
Pousiet Bay may have been made with the
inention of attacking this force.

A despatch from Shanghai to the Daily
Chronicie says the Russiams ave transfer-
ring the guns from the disabled ships at
Port Arthur to the forts there.

A despateh from Che Foo to the Stand-
ard, dated Feb. 29, says a Japanscse cruiser
and torpedo boat entered that harbor
without lights at 1 o’clock on the morning
of the 20th, and it is believed they em-
barked the Japanese who took refuge there
after the attack to bottle up Port Arthur.

A correspondent of the Times at Wer-
Hai-Wei, cabling under date of Feb. 29,
eaye:— :

“A Japanese fleet was eeen off the Sham
Tung coest this morning.”

A Tokio correspondent of the Times
cables that the steamer sunk by the Jap-
anese on either side of the Rursian battle-
ship Reltvizan at Port Arnthur has pantially
chstmucted «he entrance to the harbor.

Japs Drive Back Russian Cavalry

Che Foo, Feb. 20—The twenty-ninth
Japanese infantry, occupying Ping Yang,
midway between Seoul and the Yalu river,
on Sunday met 2 body of Russian cavalry
north of Ping¥ang and drove them back.
It is estimated that 60,000 Japanese troops
have landed at Chemulpo. The transports
now are not escorted by war vessels.

The Japanese sailors who manned the
merchant vessels which were sunk at Port
Arthur, on landing here, shaved their
heads as a mark of the disgrace they felt
at the failure of the project. The crew
of the Junsen Maru wrote their names on
the foremast flag which remained above
water when the ship went down at dawn.

MODIFICATIONS OF GRAND TRUNK
PACIFIC CONTRACT MADE PUBLIC

PROJECT MORE INDEFENSIBLE THAN EVER.

Ottawa, Feb. 20—(Special)—The modifi-
cations of the Grand Trunk Pacific con-
tract which have been agreed upon be-
tween the government and the company,
and which will be submitted to a meeting
of the shareholders of the G. T. R. Com-
pany in London, and finally to the Cana-
dian parliament, were given out here offi-

cially tonight. .
Thepe are only one or two important

changes.

The apparent object of the amendments
is to facilitate the financing of the moun-
tain- section of the rcad, and to provide
in case of default a remedy known to the
English bondholders, who will have to
provide the funds for the construction of
the line from Winnipeg west.

The control of the location of the line
westward remains in the hands of the
government, and the close identification
of the old Grand Trunk with the company
is maintained.

There is no change whatever in the
eastern division.

The location lease, construction, opera-
tion, etc., remain unchanged. At the out-
set, the object of the government was to
give the west the benefit of close connec-
tion to the manufacturing centres of the

Government to Guarantee 75 Per Cent. of
Cost of Mountain Section.

The first important change is extending
the bonds of the mountain section. The
substance of the change is that the govern-
ment undertakes to guarantee the bonds
of the company to be issued for the con-
struction of thé western division, so as
to make the proceeds of the bonds guar-
anteed, a sum equal to seventy-five per
cent. of the cost of construction.

The limitation of the prairie section in
respect of the proportion of the bonds
guaranteed, is retained at $13,000 a mile,
but the limitation in the original contract
with regard to the mountain section of
$30,000 a mile, is modified, and the guar-
antee under the amended contract is sev-
enty-five per cent. of the cost of construc-
tion.

Can't Foreclose in Case of Default,

Another important change is in respect
to the remedy in case of default being
made by the company with regard to the
payment of interest on the bonds guaran-
the government. In this particu-

lar, the English remedy, which provides'
for the appointment of a manager or agent

to receive, is substituted for the remedy by |
foreclosure or sale. In this event, it will |
be the duty of the manager under the !
amended ccniract, in case of default, to
manage and operate the western division, |
to receive all the tolls and revenues, to |
pay the working expenditure, and to dis- !
tribute the surplus revenue, portion of

seventy-five per cent. of the bonds guar-
anteed by the government, and twenty-
five per cemnt. to the holders of bonds !
guaranteed by the G. T. B. In effect,

provision is made for distribution, in case

of default, of the earnings of the road be- '

twéen the holders of bonds guaranteed by I

the government and the holder of bonds
guaranteed by the G. T. R., in the propor-
tion stated. All other bondholders and
shareholders remain unprovided for.

The amended agreement also provides
that the possession of the manager shall
terminate when the application of the sur-
plus tolls and revenues shall have paid off
the arrears of interest. }

Another change in the contract is made
in giving to the G. T. R. Company the
power of disposition of the $25,000,000 com-
mon stock, which they have agreed to
take. y

The company is, throughout the term of
the lease, obliged to hold a majority of
the stock, so as to enable the G.T.R. to
control the policy of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific Company.

Tima for Western Section Extended Three
Years.

The following are the other modifica-
tions: The time for the completion of the
western division is extended for three
years, or until December, 1911.

THe word “strike” is inserted as one of
the oceurrences which might justify the
extension of time of the completion of
the road. il

The original contract did not provide a
{ime limit for the completion of the east-
ern division, although the company was
obliged to complete the western division
at a fixed date, and to provide equipment
for the whole line east and west, of $20,-
000,000. Amendment was therefore adopt-
ed, having for its object to provide that
in the cvent of the western division be-
ing completed and equipped with rolling
stock to the amount of $15,000,000 before
the eastern division is constructed and
completed by the government, the company
shall be entitled to the return of the de-
posit of $5,000,000, as provided in the ori-
ginal contract, and to the government

guarantegs .,

1t is to be noted, however, that the ori-
ginal obligation to provide equipment to
the extent of $20,000,000, of which $5,000,-
000 is assigned to the eastern division, re-
mains to be complied with when the east-
ern division is completed by the govern-
ment.

The company are given the right to lease
from the commissicners appointed for the
construction of the eastern division such

! portion of the eastern division as may

from time to time be completed upon such
terms as may be agreed upon between the
commissioners, to use and operate these
portions without the payment of tolls or
other compensation in the execution of
their commission.

1f the government undertakes the oper-
ation of the easterrr division at the end of
fifty years, the company stipulates that
they shall have, dor another period of
fifty years, such running powers as nay
be necessary for a continuity of operation
between the western division and other
portions of the company’s system. Pro-
vision is made that if the government un-
dertake the operation of the eastern divis-
jon at the end of the company’s lease,
and the company have constructed branch
lines connecting with that division, the
government are to take over the branch
lines at a valuation, and in rating such
branch lines the amount of any grant or
grants which the company may have re-
ceived from the parliament of Canada may
be deducted.

PARLIAMENT HEARS
OF GREAT SHOOTING
BY BRITISH GUNNERS.

Secretary of Admiralty in Introducing Naval Estimates Tells
of Ten Shots Hitting a Target Every Time at 2,000 Yards
While Steami-g 12 Knots an Hour - Reduction of
British Navy Would Mean Invasion Says
Secretary of War.

London, ¥eb. 29.—In introducing the
naval estimates in the house of commons
today, Ernest G. Pretyman, secretary fo
the admiralty, justified the increase in the
entimates cn 'the ground that the two
powers standard must be maintained. The
Ruasian baitleship programme as well as
the programme of the other friendy naval
powers had been taken into consideration
in framing the estimates. Russia and
France tcge her had Luilt or were buiding
64 first and secomd class battleships and
Trance and Germany ¢ mbined were build-
ing or had built 61 battleships while the
British total was 63 battlesh:ps. So Goeat
Britain was close up to the two powers’
standard.

In conx'dering the cruiser programme,
cont:nued Secretary Pretyman, ihe govern=
ment was not governed by this standard,
but by the immense preponderance of Brit-
ish sea-borne commerce. While regretting
the increpsed expenditure, the admiraity
regarded it as being insurance.

Great Shooting by Brit:sh Gunners.

After reiterating the details of~the ex-
penditures, the construction programme,
etc., the secretary concluded with saying
that despite the heavy estimates the naval
podcy of Great Britain was purely defen-
sve. Recent events in the Far East ghow-
ed the necessity for preparedness to gtrike
the first blow and so obtain incalculable
advantagze.

The greatest power for peace,
out the world, he added, was the

navy, which was also the most powerful
instrument of war in the world. In the
course of his speech Secretary Pretyman,
referring to the great jmprovement in
shooting in the British navy, instanced the
Br.tish armored cruiser Leviathan which,
steaming at 12 knots, fired ten rounds from
her 9.2 inch gums in two minutes and hit
a 14 by 20 foot target ten times at a range
of 2,000 yards.

BRITISH MERCHANT MARINE
MORE THAN REST OF WORLD.

Gross Tonnage More Than 13,300,000, While Her Nearest

Competitor, Germany, Has
States Ranks Third,

About 2,700,000 United
and France Fourth,

Wasthington, Feb. 29 —American mer-
¢hant marine shows up somewhat better
in a weport just published by the depart-
ment of commerce and labor than would

o expected from the arguments of ehip
subsidy advocates. Great Britain main-
tains the lead in numbers and tonnage of
both steam and sailing veesels, but the
United States ranks second in tonnage of
gaiing <hips and third in tonnage of steam-
ers. The report says:i—

“How long Great Britain is to maintain
her present “position is to depend very
largely upon the still further development
of the foreign trade of the United States.
1f the average amnual increase recorded
in recent years is kept up the United
States is soon to do a very large part of
the world’s total exports and imports.
