EARTHQUAKE.—An earthquake took place on
tbe 18 b uit. 10 a portion of Northern New York
which is thus described by an Evangelist cor-
respondent :—It is no exaggeration to say the
impression made by it here was overwhelming.

Very few were awake to hear its ap-
proack, and those few eay the noise of its com-
ing was terrific.

No doub® tens
of thousands sprang instantly from their bede
in great alarm. No doubt grest multitudes ut-
tered loud wails and scresms. Some eay the
shaking was such it was all but impossible for
them to stand on their feet. In this neighbor-
haod some fainted away.

Slight eartbqueke shocks were felt in Macomb,
-Depuyster, Lisvon, Hervellon, aud other little
towns in Northera New York, on the 31st ult.

A letter from St. Lawrence County says that
sioce the recent eartbquake shock in that vicinity
to which publicity was given, scarcely a day has
passed when similar shocks, in a smaller scale,
have not been felt.
