This explanatory Article, when the fame fliali have been ratified by lis Majefty,
and by the Prefide it of the United Statùs by and with thektdvlce of their Senate, and
the refpe&tve ratifications, mutually exchanged, hall be ad'dd 10, and make a part of
the f.id Treaty of -Anity, Commerce and Navigauon, aud Ihall be permanently
binding upon His Majefty and the United States.

IN Witnefs whereof We, the fid Commrillibuers of -His Majeity,,thb King
of Great-Britain, and the Umted Statesof Americà, have figned this
prefent explanatory Article and thereto affixed our Seals.
