each of Spruce, subject to the payment of dues at tariff
tate under sworn retuwrns to be aade by each.

It is probable that there is some dead and fallen
tinber on these reserves, and if so, it should be taken
out before cutting the green standiung trees.

The quantity authorized should not be exceeded.
