He does not 1live oOn the
reserve and during sil the influenze trouble has been of NO
assiatance to his people. If half thet is said be true, I
think the Agent should be asked to investigate and that in
case the result wao unfavourables to the chief, a new chief
he elesated to take his place. It might be the easier way tO
confron him with s 1list of vis faulte and ask for is renigna-
tion and so prepare the wey for a better man. This ie a vital
matter becsuse the feeling of the complaint makers is intense.

\ Plenss investigate thie matter fully and report
to the Department in connaction therewith, and atate
whether in your opinion action should be taken foTr the

appointment of a new chiaf.
