I am highly gratified in finding the Sabbath School
Record which has been recently commenced for the children of
Sabbath Schools; I have read with much satisfaction the first
number of that interesting publication. The Superintendent and
teachers of.every Sabbath School will very greatly promote the
cause of Sabbath School instruction by causing that interesting
little work to be extensively circulated.
