Thc Minister of Agriculture has intro­
duced a bill amending the Factory Act 
by which the age at which children can 
be employed in factories has been raised 
from 10 to 12 years. This legislation is 
intended to stop very juvenile labor be­
ing employed in canning factories. The 
bill also provides that no boys between 
the ages of 14 and 18 shall work more 
than 10 hours a day in a factory. They
