New Law For Dogs.

—

The act respecting dog tax and sheep
protection, which comes into force on
April 1st next, makes it compulsory for
all owneds of dogs to proourc numbered
tags, to be supplied by the council, and
for killing dogs without tags. The min-
imum penalty for not procuring a tcg is
g410. County councils are authorized to
pass by-laws requiring all dog tax and
license fees collected after 1920 to be
paid to the county treasurer and form
a sheep protection fund, all claims to be
paid by the county, for which purpose
valuators are to be appointed. Sheep
are certainly of more value to any com-
