This is made up of two kinds
of braid, either smooth braid for the crown
and open lace braid for the brim, or else this
arrangement is reversed ; few bonnets are
made entirely of smooth braid, though some-
times the lace braids are used for both crown
and brim. The yellow-tinted Tuscan braids,
Leghorns, cactus lace straw, the Belgian split
straw, and the old fashioned crinoline braids,
known aleo as Neapolitan, make up the

bulk of she importations, almost to the
exclusion of French ships. A few

Floral monstrosities
are to be avoided this season, and artificial
flowers will have natural tints, and look as
much as possible like the natural flowers that
have lately been used almost to the exclusion
of unnatural and artificial ones.
