Prince Ito has been opposed stead-
fastly to the annéxation of Korea and
this against his friends and advisors.
Instead he drew up a program provid-
ihg ‘for équitable land laws, a-fair sys-
tem of taxation; the protection of life
and property, education for everyone,
the éstablishmént of fair courts of jus-
tice, and the stern abolition of corrup-
tion:... The estimated cost of these 18+
forms to Japdn is $10,000,000 in five
years, and this has been approved. It
will not become a tax upon the Korean
people.

Continuing; the Prince said:=*I have
no reason not to take my associates
and the publie inte my-eonfidehce, I
have no desire for secreey. I waht the
missionaries of America-and England
to know that I am ' ahxious to hélp'!
