0BJECTS OF THE COMPANY

Originally Formed to Supply Power
for Centre Star Mine—Now Intend-
ed to Deliver 3,000 Horse Power to

Rossland to Begin With. |

Readers of THE MINER have no doubt
noticed an advertisement calling for bids
on a large amount of rock excavation in
the- Kootenay <river; =
‘his excavation is to provide a place for
the great electric power plant for which
Sir Charles Ross obtained a -charter at
Victoria. The company is known as the
West Kootenay Light and Power com-
pany. The incorporators were: Oliver
Durant, manager of the Centre Star

mine. and & large owner thereof; Chas.
R. Hosmer, general manager of the
Canadian Pacific Telegraph company,
and P. A. Largey, president-of the Cen-
tre Star Mining company.

The charter obtained by Sir Charles
Ross is a very broad one and gives ‘the
projectors of the enterprise the right
irom the Pend d’Orille, Kootenay, or
other tributaries of the Columbia river.
It was originally proposed to construct
the plant on the Pend d’Orille river,
near Waneta, but upon a close examina-
tion ot all the physical and economic
conditions it was determined to go to
the Kootenay river.

Sir Charles went to Scotland two
months ago and on his return to New
York he immediately began the comple-
tion of his financial arrangements for
the great undertaking. He arrived in
Nelson last Saturday, bringing with him
his consulting engineer, Robert Jame-
son, and meeting there Oliver Durang
and J. B. McArthur, of Rossland.
Martin King, of Rossland, was also
present, as he had been sent for with a
view to his taking charge of the execu-
tion of the work at
falls of the Kootenay river. It may be
said that all arrangements are now
practically completed for the beginning
of work on the plant. :

The primary purpose of the undertak-
ing it to provide power for the working
of the Centre Star mine, in which Sir
Charles Ross holds a considerable inter-
est, but the scope has been much broad-
ened, and it is now the purpose of the
company to establish a plant which will
generaté electric power to beused all

over West Kooténay. - * . % iy

It is proposed to build a large central

compressor at Rossland and let power

out to the minesat & much less costthan
it can now be produced. The change
will work as great a revolution in this
camp as the introduction of Niagara
electric power 1s working in the city of
Buffalo, N. Y. The meaning of the
change is apparent when it is stated that
boiler plants will no longer be necessary
nor will a stick of cordwood be needed,
for the electric current generated by the
limitless powers of the rushing Kootenay
will be applied directly to the machinery.

The putting in of this great electric
plant will not be at first understood. It
means a revolution in the expense of
mining in _Rossland and elsewhere
The power will be conveyed over wires
radiating from the central plant in all
direction. It will have to travel about
35 miles to reach Rossland, a longer dis-
tance than it is from Niagara to Buffalo.
The plant will be of the most improved
construction and will be one of the finest
of the kind in the world. It will com-
mence operations by sending 3,000 horse-
power to Rossland, but will be so con-
structed that the power can easily be
increased to 20,000 horse-power. The
middle falls of the Kootenay river can
supply enough power to run every mine,
smelter, lighting plant, street railway,
printing press or other kind of ma-
chinery that ever will be within 50 miles
of Rossland. :

The commencement of work on this
enterprise markdan epoch in the history
of the Rossland camp, and of West
Kootenay. It is second in importance
only to the building of the Crow’s Nest
railroad. At a later date we shall be
able to give a description of the ma-
chinery to be put intc the plant and the
method of transmitting the power.

FORCED TO ENLARGE.

West KEootenay Power and Light Com-
pany Gets Encouragement,

. B. McArthur arrived from Nelson
vesterday afternoon, where he has been
for several daysin conference with Sir
Charles Ross and others touching the
big electric power-plant to be putin on
the Kootenay river. Sir Charles may be
detained at Nelson several days as there
are many details requiring his attention.

As already announced in THE MINER
the contract for the electrical machinery
has been let to the Canadian General
Electric company, of Toronto. The
machinery is made at Dayton, Ohio, and
s supplied by the Stillwell, Bierce &
Smith Voile company of that place. The
specifications of the proposals to furnish
the plant were signed by Hugh L. Cooper,
formerly connected with the San Fran-

Tpokane.
In Operation in 90 Days.

Mr. McArthur says it is expected the
entire plant will be completed and in
operation in three months—four months
being the outside limit. Work will be
Started on the excavation of the rock at
‘he middle falls of the Kootenay-as soon
a8 the necessary machinery can be got
on the ground. = Bids for supplying this
Wachinery have been made by the
-ngersoll-Sergeant company and by the
:Lam company, the principal items be-
Ing boilers and steam drills. The com-
pany will not let a contract for the ex-
cavation, but will do it by day labor.

The line will
start from the plant on the north side of
the Kootenay river and run down the
railrosd track about four miles. It will
then ecross to the south side and run
along the Kootenay river to the junction
with the Columbia which it will cross
and then run down the railroad track to
some point near the mouth of Murphy
creek. Here it will cut across the coun-
try into Rossland.

The receiving and distributing plant
here will probably be on the ground of
the Idaho claim, which adjoins the
Centre Star on the oast. There will be
no central compressor, as was originally
contemplated, but the power will be
connected directly with the already ex-
isting compressors of the camp and with
other machinery plants that may want
it. A representative of the Canadian
General Electric company will soon be
nnection between the electric

Power Cost Reduced Half.

Mr. McArthur says the power will be
supplied at hali what it costs under

present conditions and that there will in
consequence be a great reduction in the
cost of mining in the camp. It wiil cer-
tainly be a great relief to mine opera-
tors here to be rid of the neceseity of
providing fuel for their machinery plants.
The agent of the Canadian Geneéral
Electric company, who is coming here,
will seek to introduce into mining work
here all the latest electric devises, includ-
ing electric drills. Many great changes
will no doubt follow in the next year.
Demands for Power.

- Since the announcement was made
that Sir Charles Ross had succeeded in

making all arrangements to put in his
great electrical plant there bhave been 8o
many applications for power and light
that the capacity of the plant will be
exactly doubled, and 10,000 horse power
instead of 5,000, will be made available.
Among the applicants are the Hall
Mines smelter, which wants 500 horse
power. The city of Nelson wants to be
supplied witi light and so does the
townsite of Balfour.

The chartered rights of the company
will enable it to supply light and power
to Slocan City and the mines -about
there as well as to Nelson and her mines,

the Columbia river between Nakus%and
Trail. It is expected the mines at hoss-
land will take about 5,000 horse power.

About 200 men will be employed in
the construction of the plant, putting
up the line and in getting things ready
for the application of the power.

A. S. Goodeve Going East To Place
Some More Treasury Stock.

A. 8. Goodeve, of the Bruce Mining
company, will leave on Saturday ior a
trip to Toronto and other eastern points

in the interests of his company. He
hopes to place sufficient additional treas-
ury stock to secure a power plant for the
company’s property, the Norway, on the
Columbia river a half mile below Trail.

Work has been resumed on the tunnel
which is now 119 feet in, and drifting
will be continued till the 135-foot station
is reached, when a crosscut will be
started to tap the parallel ledge, which
outcrops on the surface about 40 feet
away. After the ledge has been crossed

“Several strong quartz veins run
through the country. They vary much
in width, running from two to 20 feet.

As a rule the ore of
the camp 1is low grade but there are
gsome very large bodies, and I think on
the whole it can be worked profitably.
It is about three miles from the center
of the camp to the Okanogan river, and
there should be a tramway built down
to the river so the ores could be taken
here at low cost for treatment.

Notes About Twin, Highland and Black
Diamond—500 Miners at Work.

. Martin Salmon, one of Rossland’s old-
time prospectors and mine owners, is in
town from Ainsworth, where he is in
charge of the work on the Ellen and
Twin mines. He says the latter is de-
veloping very well, the tunnel having a
full face of good-grade, concentrating

ore. A sécond tunnel is about to be
gtarted to tap the ledge at a depth of 500
feet, It will be 600 feet long.

Mr. Salmon says the Highland is so
far the big mine of the éamp. It has
four or five years’ supply of ore blocked
out, and the owners are going ahead at
once with the erection of a large concen-
trator and tramway. One peculiarity of
this mine is that a large body of concen-
trating ore, showing good gold values,
has been found alongside the galena.

At the Black Diamond a force of 60
men is working, and the mine is ship-
ping right along. Besides the clean ore,
which 1is sacked and sent direct to the
smelter, an equal quantity of concen-
trating ore is sént to the Woodbury con-
centrator. About 500 miners are at work
in the camp, and as a conseqnence the
town is very lively, two new hotels hav-
ing been erected recently.

So far as the work has gone the ledge
has steadily maintained a width of four
feet, and there is little doubt that it is a
true fissure vein. From present indica-
tions the Rattler will be one of the great-
est free milling propositions in this part
of the country.

Yesterday afternoon when the shots
were fired the whole face of the tunnel
came into clean, solid ore of fine ap-
pearance. It has not been the plan to
run in fthe ore but along the footwall.
The ore body has evidently widened
suddenly and thus filled the face of the
drift. The present ore chute is now
over 100 feet long. For the last ten feet
arsenical iron, such as always carries
gold in the Evening Star has been com-
ing in and this may account for the im-
proved values. The Monte Cristo is
close to being one of the great mines of
the camp.
