He is
one of the largest copper operators in

J., B. Francis Herreshoff is vice-pre-
sident of the Nichols Chemical com-
pany. He is also consulting engineer
to the General Chemical company. His
brother is equally well known to fame
as the designer of the American cup
defenders in the international yacht
races of recent years. After an inspec-
tion of the Granby mines he startled Mr.
Stanton by characterizing them as “a
magnificent, monotonous mass of homo-
geneous ore.”

Clement S. Houghton, of Boston, is a
young capitalist who inherited. vast
wealth.
