Dear Sir,—]Just a few lines concern-
ing the Coaker Engine that I purchased
from the U. T. Co. this spring. I have used
this engine all the summer without any
trouble or difficulty; it really works like a
clock.

We had our traps twelve miles from
the schooner and that engine used to go
there twice a day for a month, making its
forty-eight miles a day back and forth, and
used to tow another trap boat with- her,
which made a difference of about ‘seven
miles in forty-eight, so she actually ran
fifty-five miles per day while at Belle Isle.

At Mugford’'s Harbor she averaged

. about thirty-five miles a day from the 14th
of August to .the 10th of September. I
would not change this engine for any other
six horse power engine on the market,
either for speed or simplicity of operation.
| passed motors this summer up to nine
horse power. I haven't seen one to go with
her this summer. ‘
