Meaning of Baptize.

Te the Editor of the Post:
Sir,—In your last issue a correspon­

dent requests any of your readers who 
may have Greek lexicons, to quote their 
definitions in connection with the word 
Baptizo. Having two or three standard 
works of the kind at hand I^shall give 
the meanings they assign to the word 
named.

Liddell and Scott’s abridged Greek- 
English Lexicon (Clarendon Press. 1867) 
used generally in colleges and high 
schools, and in the preface of which it is 
intimated that “especial care has been 
taken to explain all words contained in 
fche New Testament,” gives the follow­
ing:

Baptizo.— To clip repeatedly, dip 
under; to bathe; to baptize. Hence 
baptisma, that which is dipped; baptism.

The Greek and English Lexicon of the 
New Testament, by Edward Robinson. 
D.D., LL. l).,of the Presbyterian Theo* 
logical Seminary, New York, in the 
edition of 1870, Harper & Brothers, 
gives this:

Baptizo.—To dip in, to sink, to im­
merse, to lave, to cleanse by washing, 
to perform ablution, to baptize.

The G reek-English Lexicon of the 
Now Testament, by Prof. J. H. Thayer, 
of Harvard (Harper & Brothers, 1889^, 
a work of récent date and highest au­
thority, says:

Baptizo.—1. To dip repeatedly, to 
immerge, submerge; to cleanse by dip­
ping or submerging; to wash; to make 
clean with water; to overwhelm. 2. In 
the New Testament it is used particu
