Bishop Fraser's Opinions.

His Lordship op Manchester Dis­
cusses Re ioious Differences.

In a sermon at Peel Church, Little 
Holton, the Bishop ot Manchester 
spoke as follows:—

“One of the roost gratifying facts 
that the vicar informed him ot was 
that there reigned in the parish a sin 
gnlar unanimity and general Fiendli 
ness ‘ 
no
political divisions, Liberals and Con­
servatives alike had been equally 
ready to help him, whilst, if there 
were religions divisions, Non-confor­
mists and R man Catholics as well as 
Churchmen had lent him their aid. 
Bickerings, controversies, and dis­
tantes were practically unknown. 
The spirit ef controversy was widely 
abroad in political and religions mat­
ters, and it they coaid keep that spirit 
oat of the parish they would be doing 
a good ibing. It be could, lie would, 
of coarse, make every NonconformUt 
and Roman Catholic a member of the 
Church of England to-morrow, hat 
that wae qpfr within hie power; yet, 
as he hoped that there were good and 
pions Roman Catholics and good and 
pions Nonconformists, who were 
quite as near the Kingdom of Heaven 
as he himself pretended to he, he was 
content, as long as thev did differ to 
trust that after all the things on which 
they agreed were more Important thsn 
the things In which they differed, and 
though they con Id not always see 
things eye to eye and be seen walking 
together band in hand, let them trn«t 
that In matters ot religion at least 
their faces were set in the same direc­
tion. Let them trust God would lead 
all His people onward by that some 
what steep and difficult road which 
led from earth to heaven ; and if he 
were trave ling en the road bv the side 
of a godly Wesleyan or a godly Roman 
Catholic he should feel perfect co fl- 
dence that if his foot slipped and one 
ef those men was by him he would 
stretch out a helping hand. Let them 
not therefore look upon those who 
differed from them as their enemies or 
me the enemies of Christ. He believed 
that the spirit of charity, when diffna- 
ed among the people, was the best 
Wsy ef settling or getting rid of dif­
ferences, when those differences did 
aot Interfere with what they felt to 
be fondamental principles of Christian 
faith or Christian liberty.”

■ It cannot definitely be learned what 

Jadge Porter and Mr. Daridge are to 
receive for their services a* special 
proiecoting officers, bnt from the 
hiats thrown nnt .it is believed that 
their fee will not hie exaggerated when 
placed at S16.0C0 for each of them 
Including Saturday next in the days 
of the trial, it will bring the pav of 
the jurors as follows: For five $820; 
for fonr, §488; for three, $369; total, 
SI,468. In addition to this comes the 
hotel beard bill, which it in presumed 
will not exceed $8.60 per min, witli 
this ainsi also be included the three 
bailiffs in attendanet upon the jurors. 
This foots up the handsome sum of 
$3,318 to be paid to ibe proprietors 
•f the National Hotel.

For witnesses, including mileage, 
there has been paid out $8.078 85. Of 
this sum $6,188.85 was paid iu behalf 
of the Government and $2,889 for (he 
defendant, and of the latter $889 29 
went to the Gnitean family aud their 
connections. For reporting and 
printing the trial and papers used in 
the case preparatory to the hearing, it 
is estimated that $6,000 will be re 
qnired.
