Henri 
Goulet, the boy xvho says he xvas prom­
ised bribes, told hoxv he and his sister 
had been taken by txvo policemen from 
their mother's home at night, given-a 
late supper at a restaurant," and hoxv 
they were offered $25 and $G respect­
ively for going before the Royal Com­
mission and repeating evidence against 
their mother that had previously been 
given in the Recorder's Court.

The police xvanted the evidence repeat­
ed against Mrs. Goulet so as to clear 
themselves from the charge of con­
spiring to -arrest Mr. George Yandelae, 
a prominent citizen of the north end, 
and anw old-time rival of Aid.
