Coroner’s Inquest on the Body
of Jessie Layton.

Sad Results of & Dissipated Life—‘ Another
Unfortunate Gone to Her Rest.”

According to previous snnouncement, Dr.
Riddel held a corener’s inquest at the gaol
agh Friday morning on-the body of a *oung
woman named Jessie Layton, alias Nellie
Pearson, who died in that institution the
revious afternoon, after a d&mfimpriaon-
ient.
