Dili* .iritppiçÂ I :

The general tendency of the local market has 
been much the same since our last os in the pre­
ceding week, though the direction of prices has 
been different ; changes, however, have been 
small in any instance. Receipts have been 
light, and it would seem that the inclination in 
the country is generally to hold for higher 
Prices. Navigation is not likely to remain open 
very much longer, and winter rates of 
storage will come into force on the 1st 
prox., which facts are likely to check 
the demand and are not likely to
strengthen prices ; and these, it should be re­
membered. are already above shipping values, 
whether compared with English or States quo­
tations. Stocks have shown a large decrease in 
those of barley, but otherwise a slight increase ; 
and stood on Monday morning as follows : — 
Flour, nil.: fall wheat, 34144 bushels ; spring 
wheat.ii34.178 bushels ; oats 700 bushels : barley, 
172,329 bushe.s : peas, 9,408 bushels : and rye, 
nil : against on the corresponding date last year 
—Flour, nil : fall 4P&*t. 100.005 bushels : spring. 
32.926 bushels ; oats, nil : barley. 176,392 ; peas. 
2.969.and rye. 4.119. Prices outside were generally 
easy until the last two days when increased 
firmness was manifested all over. English quo­
tations show a fall on the week of a penny on 
both grades of Californian wheat, and of 2d. on

f>eas, with an advance of 2d. on corn. The feei­
ng to-day is stated to have been firmer for spot 
wheat ill Liverpool and steady in London, with 

corn strong ; country markets quiet. Tradé 
during last week is stated to have been dull in 
both flour and wheat. Supplies for last week 
show a considerable decrease ; home deliveries 
of wheat about. 240,000 qrs.; imports. 190.000 to 
195.000 qrs. of wheat and 80,000 to 85.000 bbls. of 
flour, making a total supply equal to 475,000 to 
482,000 quarters of wheat against an aver­
age weekly consumption of 500.000 qrs. 
This is the first time for a long time ptfst 
showing a supply short of consumotion ; and 
the total supply in the ten weeks ending No­
vember 10th was equal to 6,069.000 quarters, 
showing a surplus of 1,069,000 quarters, 
or about 100,000 quarters per week against a 
supply of 6.517,000 quarters in the same period 
last year, and. AottUXX) « 1881. The quantity of 
wheat and-flour intrsusit on the 22nd insL was 
unchanged at 1,900,000 quarters against 1,827,000 
last year. Mail advices state detailed reports 
of the potato crop in the United Kingdom to 
show it to have been good and .generally 
sound, but not likely to exceed an average. 
Continental advices state that French farmers 
had, during the first week in November, success­
fully resisted any further decline, but although 
millers seemed inclined , to purchase, therenvas 
no general activity in the demand. In the Paris 
“ term ” market there was a decided improve­
ment on flour, and more strength on wheat, 
whilst foreign wheat in the ports also met an 
easier sale. At Marseilles transactions were 
almost nil at the close, bat there was no change 

aa prices, although the arrivals were large. Bor­
éaux was firm at equal to 42s. 6d. to 43s. per 480 
lb j. for spot red winter. At Nantes tne trade 
emained quiet, whilst at Havre prices were 
irmly held, with but moderate otters. Rye 
also ruled very firm. Belgian markets showed 
some improvement on the week, Antwerp 
quoting wheat 50c. higher, and red winter 
delivered there being worth up to 43s. 9d. per 
480 lbs. Rye was firm and oats steady. Dutch 
markets varied in tendency. In Germany ad 
Vances had been established on wheat both at 
Berlin and Hamburg in the early part of the 
week, but there seems subsequently to have 
been some reaction. Stocks of both wheat and 
rye at Berlin showed a decrease of about 1,000 
tons during tlre month of October, but were still 
liberal. At Hamburg wheat on the spot .was 
quiet but steady at 43s. to 44s. for extra fine 
yellowHolstein. and tie. to Me. for 6stie and 
Brqafenex. Austro-Hungarian markets sesta' 
to _ have shown .'a tendency rimiu, 
to Iboee Of Germany, advantage In the 
early part of the week, and stfGeequentiy 
receding, though not losing all the advance. 
Hdssian advices Showed Cronstadt wheat ship­
ments to the United Kingdom to have fallen 
to 51,800 quarters in the week ending on the 
3rd insL against 71,300 in that preceding ; and 
from the southern ports tifeyrôewed no in­
crease. Advices from OdeesaNfated November 
3rd, report the wheat market in the same di*. 
couraged state, but in barley, rve, and oats a 
fair business was passing. At Nicolaieff there 
had been rather more animation in the market, 
but at Taganrog the utmost quietness prevailed. 
The total exports of wheat from Russia in 
the seven months ended July 31, 1883. were 
5.350 quarters, whilst the total during 1882 
was 9,800.000 quarters. From India it was 
reported in a Calcutta telegram of the 7th 
insL, that supplies of wheat were small, and that 
the price of nee was advancing, owing to the 
partial failure of the crop. The quantity of In­
dian wheat on passage to the United Kingdom 
kadjtirelo decreased, being 112.000 quarters or 
66,000 quarters less than in the preceding week. 
On this side we find States markets to have been 
firmer, closing at an advance on the week. New . 
York has been quiet with exporters not buying ’ 
forshipmenL There has been very little busi­
ness in white wheat, and there is very little sup-

Sly to work upon. Spring wheat has ruled quiet 
ut a shade firm jr. In the Western States the 
movement of wheat is said to have been large, 

and would have been larger had railroads 
been able to furnish cars as wanted. This move­
ment has been good but there has been no im­
provement in the export demand and the visible 
supply after a slight decrease in the preceding 
week, has again gained a considerable addition. 
The receipts of wheat at the seaboard ports for 
the week ended November 24, 1883, amounted; to 
878,000 -bushels. The exporte from the eastern 
seaboard ports during the same week amounted 
to 746,000 bushels, as compared with 1,602.000 
bushels In the corresponding week last year. 
The visible supply of grain, compris­
ing the stocks In granary at the principal points 
of accumulation at lake and Atlantic ports, and 
on rail and on the Mississippi river, and afloat 
on New York canals, destined for tide-water ■—

Peas—Cars scarce and steady, with sales to a 
small extent at 75c. f.o.c., which would probably 
have been repeated for No. 1, or 73c. for No. 2. 
Street receipts very small and prices 73 to 74c.

Rye—Inactive but unchanged, at 63c. either 
for cars or on the street.

Hay—Pressed quiet and easier at $11 to $12 
for cars on track. Market receipts large and 
sufficient and nrices easy, closing at $6.00 to 
$8.00 for clover and inferior, and $9.00 to $12.50 
for timothy.

Straw—Offerings small and all wanted, but 
prices easy. Loose has sold at $5 00 and sheaf at 
$9.00 to $10.00.

Potatoes—Cars Uiave been quiet but steady, 
with sales at 75c. on track. Street receipts small, 
and prices much as before at 85 to 90c. per bag.

Apples—Generally unchanged, with street 
prices ranging from $2.50 to $3.50 per barrel, and 
all wanted.

Poultry—Last week’s rush in has ceased, 
but prices have remained easy. Box-lots have 
stood about 7 to 8c. per lb. for turkeys and 
ducks, and 5 to 6c. for fowl and geese. On 
street prices have been easy at 40 to 50c. for fowl, 
and 55 to 65c. for ducks per pair, ’ *
60c. for geese, with 75 to 90c. for 1 
$1 to $1.50 tor gobblers.

Trade—Has been inactive all over with stocks 

of meat very low.
Boiter— ahe market has been less active than 

in the preceding week. Receipts of medium
and poor qualities have come forward fréely, 

here has been little movement in them asbutth
the shipping demand has been slack, and they 
have not been wanted for local consumption. 
Stocks have consequently been on the increase, 
but holders have not manifested any inclina­
tion to push sales or make concessions, and 
values have remained much as before ; a few 
small lots of medium to good store-packed with 
white thrown out have sold at 15 to 16c., and 
culls at 12c. Choice has continued scarce, firm, 
and wanted and sold at 18 to 181c. Box-lots of 
rolls havecome forward rather slowly, and have 
sold readily at fiom 16 to 18c.. the latter price 
being for choice and well-packed only. Street 
receipts have been small and prices unsettled ; 
pound rolls of poor quality have sold down to 
™ • ftut good totihOIce I®Te' tanged from 20 to. 
Bo.. &t*S Mils have'■Brought d to 18a, -and tabs 
and crocks of dairy from 18 to 28c.

Cheese—Quiet but steady at 12 to 124c. for 
small lots at fine qualities ; there seems to have 
been no poor offered.

Egos— Unchanged ; all offered have been 
taken as before at 23c. for round lots of fresh ; 
nothing doing in limed. Street receipts small 
and prices steady at 24 to 25c. for fresh.

Pork—Inactive and prices almost nominal as 
before at 114.50 to $15 for small lots.

Baoon—Stocks of all sorts very small and very 
little demand heard for any sort New rolls 
have been selling to a small extent at lie., and 
bellies 13d Long clear Inactive at 84c. for cases 
and 9c. for still smaller lots, with some little new 
ottered at the latter figure. Cumberland almost 
nominal at 7} to 8a for cases and smaller lots.

Hamb—There seem to have been a very few 
smoked offered ; prices unsettled and almost 
nominal at 134 to 14c.

Lard—Much as before ; one job lot of pails 
sold at 11c., and small lots have usually brought 
114c., with little doing.

Hogs—Receipts of rail lots were fair In the 
latter part of last week, when prices declined to 
85.26 to $5.50, Since then very few have come 
forward and values have stood much as before. 
Street receipts small and sales have usually been 
made at about $5.50.

Salt—Liverpool has been selling more freely 
and rather easier at 67c. for car-lots and 75 to 80c. 
for small lots. Dairy inactive at 48 to 50c. Cana­
dian unchanged at $L25 for car-lots and $L324 to $1.40 forsmalllots. 1

Dried apples—Country lots Inactive and 
nominal at about 91c.; dealers have been doing 
very little in barrelled, prices of which are un­
changed at 9} to 10c. for small lota.

Hops—Seem to have been unsettled, with 
buyers and sellers apart and country-lots of 
choice held for an advance. Small lots of choice 
have been worth 23 to 25c.. but very little doing 
In these and nothing at all in other sorts.

White Beans—Scarcely any in the market, 
and country lots wanted at $1.75 to $1.85.

GROCERIES.
Trade—Has generally been quiet.
Tea—Prices seem to have firmer. In sympathy 

with London and New York markets ; stocks 
small, and holders not anxious to sell. Lines 
have, consequently, moved at firm prices • 
some sales have been made at 15 to 17c. for five 
lines of low third ; at 214c. for three lines of low 
seconds ; at 32c. for one line of low firsts ; at 35c. 
for a lew, and at 55c..for an extra, lirsL One 
line of gunpowder firsts sold at 43c. Japans 
Inactive ; one line of medium sold at 28c. BlacKs 
also Inactive ; one line of low Congou changed 
hands at 17c. Lines of Young Hyson to arnve 
from China have sold at 15c. for a low third • 
at 28c. for a » second, and at 38c. for à 
good first; and first Young Hysons on Eng 
lish account have brought Is.
