MOSQUITOES GALORE.

St. Michael’s, where I met Father
Barnum, is the connecting place be-
tween the Yukon and the outside
world by the river route. Itissixty
miles north from the Yukon, and is
nothirig more than an island. The
whole ieland in the summer is cov-
ered with wonderful green verdure
and a weslth of wild flowers. It
hardly seems - possible, in looking
dbout and seeing all this vegetable
life, with grasses and flowers knee
deep, that the island itself is prac-
tically nothing more than s cske of
ice. ' Dig where you may on it and
at a depth of from eight to eighteen
inches you will strike frczen ground.
[t is bardly proper to call this frozen
ground because it is' practically not
ground in the sense that we know
it, but is nothing more than moss
and vegetable mould, with stringers
of ice croppirg through it. Stand
for a few minutes in any one spot
and you will find that it is becoming
very damp under foot. In theearly
summer inoumerable smell ponds,
made by the seepsage through the
moss, are wonderfully productive
of the ubiguifous morquitoes. They
come in clouds, each piece of the

oloud being a mosquito that would

not take second place for siz3 and
vigor to apy mogequito grown in any
other part of the world. In fact, t]]
up and down the Yukon river mos-
quitoes are a gieat pest. At gertain
times of the year they cause abso-
lutg torture to man and besst. At
8t. Michael’s are the stores and ware-
houses of the Alaska Commerocial
Company, and half a mile farther on
is Fort Get Phere, of jfie.North Am-
erican Trading and Transportation
Company. At these two places are
collected the food -amnd supplies
which go up-the river by the cteam-
ors to the mines . Itis here that the
ocean steamers spd-rpjling vessels
meet to discharge cargoes of food
and bring back the mirers with their
gold. As so much depends 6n the

Those
who labored with Father Muset re-
turned _to civilization a short time
“ago only to die. He himself came
“back a little' over two years ago, crip-
-pled with rheumatism contracted in
the icy region of the North. Others
however, equally zealous bave taken
their. places, and the good work of
Christianizing the Alaskan Iodians
still goes on. The food of those in-
trepid missionaries consisted mostly
of dried fish and seal oil. It was
with difficulty that fuel and water
were obtained in many places. All
the missions in which these brave
and zealous men labored are within
the jurisdiction of the United States
of North America. English is the
language in which they instructed the
children, and the Stars and Stripes
float over all their schools. They
were well aware of the extstance of
gold in these regions, but their mis-
sion was to look for human souls and
impart to them a knowledge of the
living God. To this ‘mission Father
Muset faithtully and ardently devot-
ed himself, dying a martyr to duty.
Rev. H. B. Allaeys, rector of St
Paul’s Ohurch, Anaconda, a close
fiiend of the deceased, has given the
data of this arlicle. To him the facts
were related by Father Muset.

Rotyrning to the Classics.

Williams College, after an experi-
ence without the classics, is about to
return to them. The experiment was
made of dispensing with Greek as a
condition to a degree; but evidently
it has not been successful. Some
time ago there was a good deal of talk
in some of the public prints of the
classics, and it was urged that students
might much better employ their time
with the wmodern languages. It may
be that the facultz of Williams Col-
lege was influenced by this sentiment.
At all events, not only will the c]assics
be rseumed, but the professors of
French and German have determined
to raise their standards of admission.
It seems to us that no college of high
rank can do without Greek and Latin.
Our Catholic colleges, it is to be ob-
served, bave always laid the greatest
possible stress upon the classics, and
have never paid the clightest attention
to the criticisms of those modern wise
folk who affected to look upou this
branch of study as uselgss. The coo-
sequence is that the Catholic institu-
tions turn out regularly gome excellent
classical scholars, who find their ac-
complisgmenls of genuine and prac-
tical value. We are confident that,
overcrowded as all occupations are
said to be, there is still plenty of room
for first-class Latin and Greek schol-
ars, and a clever man equipped with
these languages will not have to go
far after graduation to find remunera-
tive use for his acquirements. The
movement. at Williams Oollege may
be the beginning of a re-action in the
direction of classical studies, which in
former years* were regarded as indis-
pensable, and which in the eyes of
competent judges are still so; nor
would they ever be laid aside, pro-
bably, but for the strictures of a few
imperfcctly educated persons j really
not capapble of understanding their
va}ue .—Baltimore Mirror.
