o July ‘at the latest. Our men’ ave
now “pafting in‘'a plant a Nerfolk,
Va.i’ and ' wish to come’ hiere “intmeé-
diately dfter on. their way out to Spo-
wane, where we also hiave a‘new con:

The report that the Deecarie inciner-
ator plants have not proved success-
tul: was ‘emphatically denied, “In

saie in saying that we have not had
a failure, We have had one in opera-
tion in-Spokane for three years, and
recéntly one of larger capacity was
ordered, At Sacramento another sys-
tem had been installed, and after a
vear’s use, proved an utter failure.
Our firm went in, and under very se-
vere restrictions established an in-
cinerator.

Charges For Accounting in Marine
Department Same as to Private

“Ottawa,t Marelpe Fi—~Kenneth . Fal-

coner, the accountant, was before the
pablic adeounts gommittee today. and
was examined bysHeon. G. E. Foster.
He' testified that he was secretary to
th2 = managihg = director . .of  Dun
Richards Co., ‘Montreal, acting ¥
accountants and production epgineers.
‘The firm was composed of Messrs.
Dun and Richards, New York, a
brother, A. Fdleonér, and H. S. Wil-
son, both barristers in Montreal. He
was -not a ‘‘chartered accountant.”
He got to the marine department work
through the ordinary course of solicit-
ing business, and Hon. Mr. Brodeur
made the first overtures. He told the
minister it was impossible to estimate
the eost, but would charge the usual
schedule for the staff, actual travel-
ling: ‘expeinisey and living allowance.
Hc would not say he had given the
minister 4o uiderstand a part of the
staff was from the States. Mr. Foster
reéad Falcener’s aceount for Novemben,
1906, containing charges of $75 and
$40 per day and living allowance $5
and, $3, and asked how he put in the
acecount -in .this form. The witness
replied he had instructions from De-
puty ‘Minister Gourdeau to give per
diem  charges and not details, and
maintained the charges were the same
as paid-him by private firms and cor-
porations.

GEORGIAN BAY CANAL.

Pugsley Considers This Enterprise of
Immense )Ialue.—Gobeil Retires.

Ottawa, March 13.—In making the
presentation of an address with a
silver tea service and cabinet of silver
to Deputy Minister Gobeil, who is re-
tiving from the public works depart-
ment, Hon. Mr. Pugsley said:

“In conneetion with this department
there is goimrg on now a most im-
portant work, one which I am inclin-
ed to believz will- mean great things
in the future for our country. I re-
fer to the Georgian Bay Canal, for
which -surveys-have been-made and
careful plang prepared. I am not at
liberty to state what action the gov-
érnment will take; but it is enough
for you to know that the work 1\ be-
ing undertaken. 1 think it will be
of great interest to the country.”

39,646 RUM PRESCRIPTIONS,

Dozen Bottles of Beer.

_ Charlotte, N.C., March 13.—Accord-
ing to repotts- mgde public in this
tity in the year 1907, the drug stores
of _Chgrlotte filled 89,646 whiskey pre-
seriptions. * These called for 35,011
quarts ‘and 210 dozen bottles of beer,
Thx“s, in brief is”the amount of the
wh}skey business done in Charlotte in
a single year by the doctors who wrote
“scripts,” and the drug stores that
filled them.

There are fourteen drug stores in
Charlotte that pay dn annual liquor
license of $100 each, of a total of
$1,400. Averaging the cost of whiskey
at $1.25 a quart, or $5 a gallon, the
grand total is $43,760 that the drug
stores received for whiskey alone in
the year.

For writing.39,645 prescriptions, the
physicians received an average price
of 50c for each prescription, whach
brought them in the neighborhood of
$20,000 for their trouble,

TRANSFUSION OF BLOOD.

Delicate Operation That Is Expected
To Save Life of Mason Lant.

St. Thomas, March 13.—An opera-
tion was performed here yvesterday
that is expected to save the life of Ma.
son Lant, M C R, brakeman, and well
known hoekey and lacrosse player.
W. D, Dixon, a bank eclerk and hock-
ey player had an artery in his arm
opened and twenty ounces of his blood
transfused into a simalar cut in Lant’s
arm,

On Tuesday night Lant and his
wife were overcome with fumes from
a coal heater and Wednesday night
they were found by the neighbors who
broke in the door of their home, Mus.
Lant is recovering and the operation
of infusion of blood was performied
in the hope of saving Lant’s life. The
couple were married last New Year’s
Day.

SASKATCHEWAN WATER POWER.

Question of Control is Raised by In-
corporation of Company.

Ottawa, Mar. 12—The senate rail-
way committee discussed the incor-
pgrati(m of the Saskatchewan Power
company. The bill originated in the
senate and asks power to develop
power from the South Saskatchewan
river within twenty-five miles of Sas-
katoon, to which. town the promoters
belong.: The question of Dominion
and proyincial jurisdiction is raised.
Alexander Sniith, Ottawa, explained
for the company, that all Saskatche-
wan waters are by the autopomy 'bill
under federal control.

RICHER THAN SOUTH

Says H. E. Young, of the Department
of the Interior in His Evidence
Before the Agricultural Commit-
tee at Ottawa

Ottawa, Mar. 11—In the agriculture
committee hearing today H. E. Young,
of the department of the interior, gave
an interestinig description of the fer-
tile north lands of the Canadian west.
He placed on top of the west coun-
try an outline of the Siberian pro-
vince of Tobolsk, adjusting it so as
to make the latitudes correspond.

The southern part of that province
reaches about as far south as the Sas-
katchewan and fhe north' is nearer
the pole than is the mouth of the
Mackenzie. In this province in Si-
beria is grown over sixty million bush-
els of oats in addition to quantities
of other grains and the ¢hief centre of
the grain trade is a point in latitude
one hundred miles further north than
Edmonton. 4

Apart from this comparison, Mr.
Young gave a great mumber of facts
arguing that the portion of Alberta
north of the North Saskatéhewan is
richer than the portion south of that
atream.
