Preserving Soil Fertility. |

The most interesting member of|
the party to residents of Western
Canada is Professor Thomas Shaw,!
of St. Paul. For some time past
Professor Shaw, who is as well known
to experts in Western Canada as to
those in the northwestern states, has'
been engaged in work under the di-
rection of the Great NortlRrn Rail-
way. To the Bulletin this meorning
he explained that the wundertaking
which he had in hand was the s8o0lv:
ing of the problem of the preserva-
tion of the fertility of the soil of the
nerthwestern States, a problem which
ie of as great interest to the Great
Northern Railway as it is to the far-
mers of the state.

“It would astound you if I were to
tell you what the state of North Da-
kota alone loses each year in fer-
tility. I have made the most careful
estimates on this subject and 't‘he
showing is almost appalling. The
same thing is true of the farm lands
of Western Canada, the conditions
in the two countries being identical.
No counfry can contintte indefinitély
to ship out-its fertility. The end
must come at last. The lands of the
Canadian west, like. the lands of the
American norfhwest, show a most re-
markable fertility, and it is astonish-
ing what the yield has continued
under the circumstances. The yield
of wheat must continue to fall, as
it is falling in- the Dakotas and
Minnesota’.” ' 3

“What amount of fertility is shif-
ped out of the state of North Dako-
ta from year to year?”’ was asked.

“I estimate that in wheat and flax
alone the state of North Dakota 1s
shipping out each year .Ieruht‘y to
the amount of fifty million dollars.
It would co‘t this saum annually, if
the farmers®had to buy what they
are losing, as the farmers of the east
have to buy it. - You will understand
from this fact what the problem of
the preservation of soil fertility
means.

‘ Ihi- eXpress companies operating
1 Fldmonton,” said a well known bus-
imess man yesterday afternoon, are
causing a great dissatisfaction and no
inconsiderable annoyance by their ae-
tion in refusing to deliver express mat-
ter bevond a defined area.

Yéung Toronto Bank Clerk Gives
Himself Un in New York.

New York, August 20.—Hungry,
tattered and without money, Wm. A.
Baker, 21 years of age, who said he
formerly was a clerk in the Royal
Bank of Canada in Toronto, walked
into police headquarters tonight and
said he. wanted to give himself up
on the charge of having passed two
worthless cheques in Linwood, Ont.
He said he arrived in New York on
last Monday, with a Canadian dime
in his- pocket and had since been
sleeping in the municipal lodging-
houseé and in parks. Recéntly, he
said, he received word from his bro-
thér, upon whom he had passed-two
checks amounting to $53.40, that he
was wanted by the Canadian police
and would be tried and sentenced if
he returnied to Linwood.

There are no deliveries made below
the brow of .the hill and Fraser’s and
Ross” flats are thus shut out from the
delivery system as well as a large
number of prominent eitizens who
live in the West ‘end of the city be-
low ‘the brow of the hill.

“Not only do the express compan-
ies refuse to deliver packages outside
of these confines,” continued the busi-
ness man who was complaining, “but
they will not call for express to_ be
shipped away. While a hardship is
worked on the general public it comes
particularly. hard for merchants who
are obliged to ship in butter, eggs,
and other farm produce, as well as
their usual lines of merchandise. I
am told that the line of demarecation
is so stringent that drivers will only
deliver goods to one side of streets
marking the boundaries.”

Looking for a Remedy.

New Orleans, La., August 20.=“1I
want to raise a million dollars to aid
in' making the woman’s sufirage ques-
tion an issue and to attack the power
of organized vice,” said' Kale H. Gor-
don, on her return here today from
the Northwest.

Anthony fund.. ‘“My plan is to get
one- hundred women to give me $1,000
each,” she continued, “and one thou-
sand women.to give me $100 each for
this ‘memorial fund to  Miss An-
thony.”

Premier Rutherford Announces the
Date of Ceremony on Prowincial
Parliament Buildings.

P

The first of October iz the date set
for the laying of the corner stone on
the new parliament buildings in Ed-
monton. The ceremony will be per-
iormed by His Excelleney Earl Grey,
who will then be returning from his
trip to the Yukon.

This statement was made to the
Bulletin yesterday by Premier Ruth-
erford after he ..ad opened the mail
which has been accumulating at his
office at the Parliament buildings
during his absence at the coast. In
discussing the matter the premier said
that Earl Grey, as representative of
the King, was the proper man to
officiate at the corner stone laying of
the new legislative building.

Asked as to the situation regarding
work on the university building, Pre-
mier Rutherford said that at the last
meeting of the senate plans for the
university had been -approved and

these had been sent to an expert arch-]

itect in the east for his opinion and
for any suggestion by way of improve-
ment. The return of the plans, whieh
were draited by Dr. Tory and Mr. Jef-
fries, provincial architect, is expected
during the coming week.

“When the plans are available,”
said the premier, “work on the execa-
vations and the foundations of ' the
~building will commence.”

As to Railway Matters,

Ag regards railway matters In the
province the premier recalled the
Wainwright agitation for a branch
line of the G. T. P. to Calgary and
said that he was of the opinion that
with the C. N. R. thirty miles or so
to the morth of them and the Hardisty
branch of the C. P. R. to the south
and themselves on the main line of
the G. T. P. the people of Wain-
wright have no reason to find very
much fault with their railroad situa-
tion.

“I wish a)&_)the- agriculturd]l districts

I am disappointed in the
length of time it is taking to get the
project moving, but T think the com-
pany will come through all right. If
not some other. eompany will b egiven
the opportunity.”

While ‘not. expressing any anxiety
as to the €. P. R. high level bridge
across the Saskatchewan and when it
will be commenced, the premier stat-
ed that when in Winnipeg next week
he would call at the office -of Wm.
Whyte, second' vice-president of the
C. P. R., and make an effort to see
what is causing the delay.

Met G. T. P. President.

The premier stated that while at
the coast he saw Chas. M. Hays, of
the G. T. P,, who, along with Sir
Charles Rivers Wilson, is on his way
to Edmonton to take a rum over the
new transcontinental line as far west
as it is possible to get and then east
to 'Winnipeg. The premier stated that
Mr.Hays was disappeinted in not hav-
ing the section from Winnipeg to Port
Arthur running this fall, but other-
wise the prrogress of the G, T. P..was
very satisiactory.

Dr. Rutherford leaves on Monday
next for Winnipeg, where, along with
Lieutr. Gov: ‘Bulyea, he will attend
the convention of the British Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Science,
which opens in that city on August
25th. The premier is one of the vice-
presidents of the Canadian branch of
the association. \

“This will be one of the mosty im=
portant and influentidl group of scien-
tists that has ever visited the west,”
said Dr. Rutherford, and when they
yisit Edmonton in the eourse of a trip
through the  country every effort
should be made to give them a knowl-
edge of the resources of this western
province.

LUMBERMEN WANT PROTECTION

NEW FRUIT INSPECTORS.

New fruit inspectors have beén ap-
peointed by the Hon. Sidney Fisher,
minister of agriculture, at Regina,
Lethbridge, Grand Forks and Nelson.
An assistant inspector has alse been
appointed at Winnipeg. These 1n-
spectors are each given a certain dis-
trict to cover, and with the present
additioms to the staff the inspection
in the prairie provincgs and in Bri-
tish Columbia will be much more
comprehensive than it has been in
the past. Formerly the inspectors
lost a great deal of time in travel-
ling, mmuch of which is eliminated by
the subdivision of the territory. Im-
porters of American apples will be
held responsible for the proper grad-
ing and marking of the packages in
accordance with the previsions of the
Canadian law.

John Bartlett was a sel-
ler of that future and Shearson
Hammill and Finley Barrell led in
the selling of September. The Ar-
mour Grain Company thtew over a
good big Iine of Deecentber early, but
its brokers bought that momth later.
Armour took some -September.

Marfield Tearse, Ware-Leland and
the local crowd took the December.
Logan Bryan was on the buying side
of -the September in a liberal way
for the third day in succession. This
buying has been of the persistent
kind. The market may be called a
big scalping affair with a few excep-
tions and there is not likely to be a
marked change until the Northwest-
ern ¢rop is moving freely.

If theer is a goodd reason to buy
wheat it fails to deevlop so that the
casual observer may distinguish it.
While there has been a market price
break amd natural reactions are ex-
pected to follow a long drawn-out re-
cessions, there are mfany in the trade
to wvolunteer the opinion that the
entire list must decline with the in-
creased meovement of the nmew crop.

Oats started lower and the market
was weak early, particularly for Sep-
tember. Cash houses were sellers
against pu&clmsvs of spot car lots,
which market was ¥ to lc lower.
There was selling in the ‘'way of
“hedges’” also by the northwest. The
rally which- took place late was in
sympathy -with other grains. The
inerease in the hog movement dnd a
10c decline in that market caused
provisions to rule lower. There was
a moderate volume of scattered sell-
ing and the offerings in nearby lard
and ribs were absorbed mainly by
packers, this buying closing the mar-
ket firm with mest of the early loss
regained.

éHICAGO LIVE STOCK.

Chicago, . Ill., August 20.—Hog
values declined 10 to 15c owing to a
swelling supply, consequent on the
recent bulge. Cattle trade wag of
small volume and quotably steady.
Lambs were strong, the supply hav-
ing been sharply reduced.

HON. MR OLIVER _
RETURNS. HOME

In Great Britain and Butops Study-
ing Immigration - Conditions—
Situation as He Seés it.

e

Ottawa, Aug. 20.—~Hon. Frank Oli-
‘ver, Minister of the Interior, who has
returned from a trip to Great Britaino,
and the old country today, talk ot
his trip in an interesting manner ‘o
a group of press representatives. M.
Oliver who had net‘beenaeross the Al-
lantic for three years, spent the. bes
ter part of the two moHths getting
info touch with immigration miatters
in. England, Ireland and Seotland
on the continent.

Incidentally he kept his eyes and
ears open and as a resulf of his ob-
servation of the matters is able to re-
port that the people of Great Britain
are taking a more lively intérest in
Canadians than they did three years
ago.

Looking to Canada

Mr. Oliver said he could not-help
but note that both English press and
people have a better understanding of
Canada than ever before. Newspapers
are publishing more Canadian news
and their comments show thet the
information available about this coun-
try is more accurate than it has been
in the past. As for commereial and
industrial intérests thev realize »s
they never have realized before that
Canada is a fine field for developmensz
of trade, as well as for investment c:
money. On the whole the present
situation in Canada indicates a verv
happy condition of affairs in the fu-
ture as between Canada and the
motherland.

Questioned as to immigration pros-
pects, Mr. Oliver said that Canads
has every reason to be satisfied wita
the class of people whe are coming
to this country, although the total
number of arrivals is not so large as
was the case a couple of Years ageo.

English and Scetch for Canada.

There has been no diminution in
the number of desirable people who
are deciding to make their homes in
{Canada. These people ~'me from
all parts of England and £ nd and
from the North of Irela; 1{ "ere_.is
little immigration:ito:fac t ariadi,
from -Southern pari-or Ireland, as .1e

piaizpent - itgmi-there -dontinudaits be
in the direction of /the United Sbates.

This is largely due to the fact thdt
passages are usually paid by friends
and relatives who have established
themselves in the - United States.
“Canada stands to get most of her ‘con-
tinental immigration in fattire from
Holland, Belgium and Scandinavian
countries, which supply the finest
class of settlers. Both Hollanders
and Belgians are a home loving peo-
ple, but immigration is not restrieted
by governments of these countrius
and there is every reason to hope that
Canada will get quite a momber of
them in future.

Germany Has Lid On.

But few immigrants may .De -éx-
pected from Germany, where reshris-
tion regulations have been adopted
by the government to keep the Ppeo-
Mr. Oliver has seén 1t
stated somewhere that during the last
year .the total immigration from Ger-
many to al countries was only. eight
thousand. He <otld not wvouch -for
the correctness of these figres,  but
at any rate the immigration from the
Kaiser’s domains is very limited and
Canada can expect -to get but a few
Germans.

Neither would the movement:irem
France be large, for the reason that

‘the natives of France show but 1ttle

idisposition to leave the country. -Mr.
Oliver says that Australia and New
Zealand are both making determined
efforts to get immigrants in . Great
Britain, and have inaugurated a Ppol-
icy of assisted immigration. As .a
cdnsequence, they dare getting quits
a number but not so many as Canada.
Those Who Write -Home.

The best advertisers of Caneda ‘n
Great Britain, Mr. Oliver says, are
undoubtedly the successful settlers
who write home to their friends and
the farmer delegates from the prairie
provineces, who are sent across the
Atlantic each winter.by the depar®-
ment. Mr. Oliver will proceed west
in the course of a week or ten d_ays.

He said he had not only enjoyed
his holiday but had taken advantage
thereof to study railway .and canal
conditions in the older lands. #eé
said he had made the discovery that
all the canals in England were in the
hands- of private companies chiefly
the railway corporations. \

In Germany he  visited the Kiel
«canal and was much interested in the
work that is being done there/_'.o
deepen it to 40 feet. The ‘deepening
ywas due to the fact, he declared, that
the ‘Germans wanted -an - eutlet for
their warships from the Baltic {0 the
North sea.

Airship Fell Into Lake.

Rome, Aug. 20—The new military
airship with a crew of six men fel}
800 feet during an ascension tpday and
landed in Lake Bratciano with a tre-
mendous splash. The accident .was
caused by anp escape of gas which
could not-be echecked. The crew was
rescued, but the airship was consid-
erably damaged. If the airship had
fallen on land there would .probably
have been several fatalities.

Rome, Aug. 21—It is stated that the
pope has decided that the yatican
gardens are not. big enough for auto-
mebiling. Consequently he hasg given
his . American motfor car to Cardmal
Merry Del Val, the papal seore¥ary
of state.
