It would not be difficult to find
company willing to take over any one
of the four at cost and to assume
the whole of this liability beside. So
far the financial integrity of our “trad-
ing enterprises” is unimpaired by the
unfavorable financial results of their
operation. One of thé systems—the
telephone—regularly produces a bal-
ance on the right side, and there is
no reason to suppose it will not con-
tinue to do so. Two of the utilities
which showed deficits last year show
much smaller losses this year. " The
loss on the electric light system this
year was roughly half that of last
year, and the loss on the water-
works system much less than half.
The total loss this year, on all the
utilities, is only $18,000, against $47,-
000 last year. In fairness, however,
it must be said that last year’'s de-
ficit was abnormally 'large, and that
the improvement indicated by these
figures rather overdoes the case.

The street railway system, how-
ever, drops a fly in the ointment. Last
vear this enterprise lost in round
figures .$10,000. This year it has
lost in round figures $30,000. Some
of the heavy expense this year, the
auditor points out, was caused by the
large amount of track repairing neces-
sary. Tickets sold but not wused,
amounting to more than $4,000, are
also charged against the income for
the year. Making full allowance for
these variable items being larger than
normal, the fact remains that the
system did no better this year than
last. Not only did it fail to recover
the ground lost Jast year, but went as
much farther behifid—Ileaving out of
account altogether the extra items
which helped to swell the real loss
to three times that of last year. A
reason assigned for this by the auditor
is that while the fares charged are
the same as on eastern roads, the cost
of material and labor js greater. An-
other is that part of the system oOp-
erates through sparsely settled terri-
tory. ' An increase in business would
amount in practice to the same thing
as an increase in charges for the
business now handled, and as an in-
crease in fares is impracticable, it is
to the increased business we must look
for betterment next year. That there
will. be a growth of business and a
substantial growth {s ecertain.. But

It was not intended, and is
not intended, that they shall yield
large surpluses. They were establish-
ed to accommodate the people; with
the idea that as nearly as practicable
they should be operated at cost.. But
that is no reason .why every effort
should not he made. to get them on a
self-sustaining basis.,, To the con-
trary, the best interests of all con-
cernec‘.’ will be served by getting them
48 quickly as possible into the position
of :self-support. The deficits that are
accumulating must be paid by some-
body, either by the patron of the sys-
tem through fares and charges, or.by
the ratepayer througn the tax bill
A deficit cannot be ecarried along for
nothing. . It costs money. to remain
in debt. The money must be bor-
rowed and. interest must be paid on
it. If the patrons are now getting
rather motre- than they are paying
fer. they are getting it at the expense
of themselves 'in the future- It is
improbable that we shall have to de-
vote the proceeds of the taxes to Keep
any of the .utilities afloat. Only the
grossest mismanagement could bring
us to that. But there is another dan-
rer.
