Conservatives Endeavoring
to Force an Election
Before Redistribution

Ottawa, June 4—The aim of the
Conservative Opposition to reciprocity
seems to be to force g general election
on the country before the Govern-
ment ‘has had opportunity to complete
the census-taking, and secure the
passi®s of the redistribution bill,
which will be based upon the census
returus. There can be only one object
to this endeavor, thdt of tricking the
West out of .the additional represen-
tation in the House of Commons to
which its greatly increased population
will entitle it. The eastern Conserva-
tive press showed its hand this week
by the publication of a series of flar-
ingly displayed articles ealling for,
preparation for an election in Aug-
ust or September, ‘“‘before any redis-

tribution bill can be dealt with.”” The'
efforts to block the passing of supply,

in the closing hours of the recent
sessipn of Parliament followed by this
frank announcement in their newspa-
pers, makes clear the intention of the
Conservatives to do their upmost to
force on an election before the whole
voice of the West can be heard. TIn
view of the !‘great advantages to be
zained by the western producers
from the-operation of the reciprocal
trade agreement, the Opposition
seems anxious to stifle the verdict of
the prairies by seeking to rob them
of the inereased Trepresentation to
which they. are entitled. The Govern-
ment, however, is earnestly endeaver-
ing to frustrate such 3 procedure,
and Hon, Sydney Fisher, Minister. of
Agriculture, making all necessary
preparations for. the prompt taking’
and recording of the census, in or-
der that there may be no delay in
the immediate preparation and sub-
mission of the Jedistribution. mea-
sure. Westerners who have recently
visited -the capital expect, that redis-
tribution will result in at least twen-
ty additional members for the West.

Rural East® Favor Reciprocity.

That the sentiment of the rural dis-
tricts of HEastern <Canada is over-
whelmingly in favor of the proposed
reciprocity agreement is being strik-
ingly evidenced during the present
Parliamentary recess. Many cf the
members are availing themselves of
the opportunity to test the views of
their constituents on the pact. In
every case reports are coming to
hand that  throughout Ontario, Que-
beec and the Maritime Provinces the
sentiment of the farmers is allied
strongly with that of their western
colleagues in favor of the Govern-
ment’s proposals, A striking instance
of this fact was reported from Wel-
lington country, Ontario, this week.
This is a constitueney which the Op-]
position has been claiming was likely
to reieet recfprocity. Hugh Guthrie,
the sitting member, decided to inau-
curate an educational campaign in
the riding, and opened his meetings
with a great gathering of the yeo-
manry of Puslinch township. The
meeting was absolutely non-political
in its nature, and called for the ex-
press purpose of discussing the reci-
procity mea$ure as a commercial pro-
position from the viewpoint of the
agriculturist. There was g large' re-
presentation of both partieg: present,
vet there was not a single voice rais-
c¢d in objection to the reciprocity pro-
posals. Simlilar renorts are coming
from a score of other distriets,

Fizht Between C(lasses and People.

In so far as reciprocity is concerned
the battle in Canada seems to have
definitely resolved itself into an issue
between certain selfish and privileged
classes and the people, From all parts
f Canada the Government has been
deluged with congratulations and en-
dorsation on its proposals. Farmers
and artisans in marticular recoenize
the immediate and material advan-
tazes thev will rean from the adop-
tion of the increased markets for
Canadian products .and the conse-
cnent influx of monev into the hands
of ‘the mproducers. The Obposition,
however, ig wvell organized and plans
to make 5 strone monied campaign
azainst the adoption of the agree-
ment.

In the first part of the session,
bearish sentiment developed and of-
ferings were on a large scale . with
demand only moderate. Disappoint-
ing cables, cooler weather and rains
all combined to depress valudes. Be-
sides, foreigners were reported to be
unloading here and the progress of
the harvesters northward appeared to
be more rapid than usual at this
time. When short sellers attempted
to realize profits, however, found that
the market was becoming bare of of-
ferings, pit feeling unflerwent a rapid
change: Simultaneously unfavorable
reports were received from Nebraska
and KaWsas City. As a result® the
buying filurry was a somewhat excit: |
ed stage just before the crowd was
scattered by the closing gong.

Winnipeg Grain Markets.
winnipeg, June 7.—Liverpool cab-
les-came for the first time since Fri«l
day, and showed the market unchang-
ed to half lower. A Iittle .tendency
to firmness at the opening was speed-
ily dissipated by a drop in Argen-,
tine prices, liberal offerings of car-
goes and heavy increase in worll
shipments.
