ASK COMMISSION OF FINANCIERS
TO VISIT DOMINION.

Torc¢ato, Sept. 13.—The Hon. W. T.
White, Minister of Finance, - was in
Toronto on Saturday, returning from
New York,.where he attended the
meeting -of the Anglo-French commis-
sion, of which Lord Reading is chair-
man. Canada, Mr. White said, would
not take part in the New York nego-
tiations, which would be directly " be-
tween the commissioners and the New
York financiers as to the best means
to regulate the exchanges between
New York, London and Paris, in or-
der that the commerce and industries
of the three countries may suffer “as
little'as possible during the war. The
problem was vast and complicated
and would no doubt require some
time for solution.

As Canada is vitally interested in
the matter of sterling exchange, Mr.
White has, on behalf of the Govern-
ment, extended an invitation to the
commission to visit Ottawa for the
purpose of discussing with the Gov-
ernment and Canadian financiers the
problem in so far as it relates to Can-
ada. While he has not received a
definite answer, the minister believes
the commission will accept the invi-
tation and visit Canada before- it re-
turns.

CANADA MAY MAKE HEAVY GUNS
AND FIEED ORDNANCE.

Ottawa, Sept. 13.—At the conclusion
this afternoen of a conference be-
tween the Minister of Militia and
Canadian manufacturers: and bank-
ers, it was announced that, apart from
the general question of munitions
supply, the conference had been ad-
vised that the British authorities have
asked Canada to go into the manufac-
ture of heavy guns and field ordnance
of all kinds in Canada.

Under the chairmanship of Sir
John Gibson a sub-committee was
constituted to look into the question,
and allied questions, and report up-
on its feasibility. It is believed that
Canada may as successfully. make
such ordnance as it has done shells.

Origin ef Punctuation.

The punctuation marks pwhich sep-
arate and conclude sentences and
thereby simplify the perusal of what
is written are said to have been first
employed by Aristophanes. The sys-
tem devised by him was not, however,
generally known, and soon fell again
into complete oblivion, It was nearly
a thousand years before a similar at-
tempt was again made. It was in
the time of Charles the Great that
punctuation marks were again intro-
duced into writing at the imstignation
of the distinguished linguists, Warne-
fried and Alcuin. These signs also,
however, fell into disuse. The pre-
sent, system of punctuation, now -used
in all modern languages with but in-
significant variations, was infroduced
in the first half of the fifteenth cen-
tury by a Venetian printer named
Aldus Manutius. He is the real fa-
ther of our punctuation marks, of the
full stop, comma, semicolon, colon,
question and exclamation marks,
apostrophe and inverted commas.
Manutius’s system was adopted later
by all printers until it.finally estab-A-
lished itself throughout Europe.

Industrial Relations.

The report of the United States
Commission on Industrial Relations
made public recently, holds that John
D. Rockefeller and John D. Rockefel-
ler, jr., were chiefly responsible for
the strike of coal miners in Colorada
in 1913 and 1914 and for the virtual
civil war and untold suffering and
horror that attended it. Full respon
sibility for all the disorder that
tended the strike is placed squarely
on the shoulders of the operators,
and the operators, as far as the re-

port goes, were to all intents and
purposes the Rockefellers.alone. The
Colorado Fuel and Iron Company,
controlled by John D. Rockefeller, is
declared to have been the leader in
formulating and carrying out strike
policies. Mr. Rockefeller and his son
are charged, first, with the selection
of incompetent and reactionary
agents to serve as executive officials
in this company, and, second, with
giving their heartiest endorsement
and support to those officials after
they had taken action that precipi-
tated the worst of the troubles. Mr.
Rockefeller, jr., is charged with hav-
ing approved measures to coerce the|
State Government of Colorado and
with having flouted the will of the
President of the United: States. He is
also charged with writing letter after
letter during the seven months of the
tragical strike enthusiastically prais-
ing men whose acts during this peri-
od had precipitated a reign of terror
and bloodshed, and it was only when
the Ludlow massacre filled the press
of the nation with editorial denuncia-
tion, and cartoons in the conservative
press pilloried’ him and his father,
before an angry public, that at last

Militia Minister Has
Faith in Canadian Rifle.

Ottawa, Sept. 8.—Major-General
S Sam Hughes has returned from
England as strong as ever in the faith
of the Ross rifle. During his visit to
the other side the Minister of Militia
devoted considerable time to stirring
up things connected. with the Cana-
dian army.

It will be recalled that because of
reports that the rifie worked badly
in action the first Canadian division
was furnished with the Lee Enfield
and the Ross rifle withdrawn. The
Major-General says the trouble is not
with the rifle but with the small per-
centage of bad ammuhition supplied
for it. The Ross rifle admits of the
change such as is required to adapt
it to the use of British ammunition,
and these changes are now being
made.

Sir Sam Hughes said
the rifie equipment of the
second division has been
back, and the altered Ross

to-day that

entire
changed
rifle is

again in use. The process of altera-
tion is going ahead at the rate of
several thousand a day, and the Ross
rifle ‘will again be furnished to the
first division. The change consists
in enlarging the chamber. In a word
according to Major-General Hughes
the Canadian arm is by no means out
of commission.
