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THE POSTAL BILL.
We print to-day a synopeie of the 

sew Postal Bill, which realises the 
fears entertained of it by those most 
interested, and which, if dt become 
law, will compel publishers to pay the 
postage on all newspapers sent thro’ 
the post office to subscribers. This 
they must do, and then they may 
make what terms they shall be able 
with their readers. No alterations 
will be made during the ensuing year, 
tut with the advent of 1869, a new 
state of things will probably be usher­
ed in. In order to disappoint public 
expectation (which was on tip-toe for 
the announcement of the total aboli­
tion of newspaper postage) as little as 
possible, it is proposed to charge only 
e third of a cent per number on a 
weekly publication. Thb b whittling 
It down slowly, and is somewhat analo­
gous to the conduct of men who have 
resolved to wean themselves off a 
vicious habit by decreasing gradually 

) the number of their indulgences until 
they finally come to nought. But 
•uoh modes of action are seldom effec­
tual in procuring the desired result, 
and we will be very much mistaken if 
we do not find in case the Bill passes 
In its present form, that the popular 
verdict will be, that the law affecting 
newspaper rates had been about as 
well left untouched. This compro­
mise with public feeling will not be 
satbfactory in either Quebec or On­
tario, and the sentiment which it will 
be sure to evoke in the maritime pro­
vinces has been clearly foreshadowed in 
the first resolution of the press com­
mittee of St. John, N. B But we 
will indulge the hope that ere the Bill 
becomes law it may^undergo such 
modifications as will yield a revenue 
to the government without bearing so 
heavily on the publishers of newspa­
pers.

This is a matter which deeply affects 
the interest of every publisher in Can­
ada, and they should without delay 
enter their protest against the passing 
of the clause which will compel them 
to prepay the postage on all papers 
mailed from their officee- If the gov­
ernment is determined not to abolish 
the postage on newspapers, it may 
still be reduced as proposed, and the 
amount collected as at present from 
subscribers whoreoeive their papers 
direct from the office of publication. A 
A charge of one cent for every three 
numbers is to be made, which on 
one copy sent to a subscriber for 
a full year would be 17 cents. 
This could be made payable in 
advance at the office of delivery, as 
at present, and thus publishers would 
be saved «11 the annoyance and trouble 
of paying postage or keeping accounts 
with subscribers for the saine, to say 
nothing of the loss they would inevi­
tably sustain if obliged to pre-pay pos­
tage for some subscribers which they 
would never be paid, and they would 
thereby lose that in addition to the 
loss of the subscriptions. If the Press 
Association is of any real use to the

well as all departmental regulations, un­
less abrogated by this Act. Clause 7 and 
subsequent clauses define the duties and 
powers of the Postmaster-General, pro­
vide for the appointment of Poetoffice In­
spectors, Deputy Postmaster-General and 
other officers, and prescribe their salaries 
which shall be fixed by the Postmaster- 
General, subject to the provision of an 
Act relating to the Civil Service. Power 
is given to the Postmaster-General to 
negotiate and arrange for the conveyance 
of mails between Canada and the West 
Indies, or between Canada and Newfound­
land, provided such engagement shall 
not have effect for more than a year un­
less sanctioned by Parltament at its next 
session. Clause 19 fixes the postage on 
letters for any distance within the Do­
minion at a uniform rate of 8 cents per 
half ounce, to be in all cases prepaid by 
stamps affixed to such letters—letters 
posted at any office wholly unpaid shall be 
sent to the dead letter office ; If any letter 
is partially paid, it may be forwarded to 
its destination, charged with double the 
amount of postage omitted to be paid, and 
such postage shall be recoverable from 
the sender, If not paid by the party to 
whom addressed. On local or drop let­
ters, the rate shall be one cent per half 
ounce, in all cases prepaid. Clause 
and the following clauses provide that 
the rate of postage upon newspapers pub­
lished in Canada, issued not less fre­
quently than once a week from a known 
office of publication, and sent to subscrib­
ers in Canada or elsewhere by mail, shall 
from and after the 1st January, 1869, be 
one cent for three numbers or in that pro 
portion for any greater number, to be in 
all cases prepaid at the time of posting 
the same by stamper otherwise, as the 
Postmaster-general shall direct, provided 
exchange papers may be sent free, and 
provided also that until 1st January, 
1869, all newspapers shall be liable to the 
rate of one cent for every two numbers, 
to be paid either at the Post-office where 
such newspapers shall be noeted, or at 
the office where delivered. All other 
newspawers sent by mail in Canada, one 
cent each- The rate of postage upon per­
iodical publications, issued not less fre­
quently than once every three months, 
shall be one cent per four ounces, in all 
cases pre-paid. Books, pamphlets, cir­
culars, packages, patterns, samples, &c., 
one cent per ounce, provided they contain 
no letter. The rates of mail matters be­
tween Canada and the United Kingdom 
and the U. S. or other foreign country, to 
be subject to the regulation of the Post­
master-General. Clause 32 gives exclu­
sive power to the Postmaster-General of 
conveying letters, Ac., within the Do­
minion, with certain exceptions. Among 
other provisions of the Bill, the most im­
portant are the following :—Rates for the 
delivery of letters by carriers in cities, 2 
cent ; newspapers one cent ; provided the 
Postmaster-General may at any time es­
tablish the system ef free delivery in cities. 
The franking privilege is continued as at 
present. The Postmaster-General is not 
liable for any letter or property lost. 
United States mails may be allowed to 
pass through Canada, upon obtaining a 
like privilege for. the transportation of 
Canada mails through the United States. 
No Postmaster in city or town, and no 
officer of the Post-office Department shall 
vote at any election for members of Par­
liament. Mail contracts over $200, are 
to be awarded only after advertising for 
tenders, and then to the lowest bidder. 
Mails are to be carried on the Railways 
on such terms and conations as the Gov­
ernor in Conncil may make. The Post­
master-General may, with the consent of 
the Treasury Board, establish a system 
of Postofflce pavings Banks, in connection 
with Central Savings Banks established 
as a branch of the P. O. department at 
the seat of Government. Postmasters are 
authorized to receive deposits for remit­
tance to the central office and repay the 
same, such deposits to be entered in de­
positor's book, and acknowledgment of it 
transmitted to the depositor by the post­
master general within 10 days. Such 
deposits not to be made less than one 
dollar, and shall not be liable at any time 
to demand, seizure or detention under 
legal process against the depositor. The 
deposit to be repaid on demand with the 
least possible delay. The name ot the 
depositor or tin amounts deposited or 
withdrawn not to be disclosed by the 
officers ;—interests on deposits to be 
payable for each whole calendar month 
at 4 per cent per annum, and to be added 
to principal on 30th June yearly. Cer­
tificates of deposit bearing interest at five 
per cent may be issued. Monthly re­
turns of receipts and payments to be pub­
lished in the Canada Gazette, and the 
monthly excess of cash balance over five 
hundred thousand dollars to be invested 
in Government debentures ; an annual 
statement to be laid before Parliament. 
The Receiver General to credit the post 
office savings banks account with accrued 
interest on invested surplus, and interest 
nt five per cent on invested balance, and 
debit it wiQi expenses. The profit to form 
part of or loss to be made good from con­
solidated revenue. Panalties provided 
for various offences against the post office, 
same as under the existing Canadian law. 
Act to come into force 1st April, 1868.

Company held a meeting on the 4th inst, 
and resolved to discontinue their line and 
sell their steamers. The company find it 
impossible to compete with the French 
steamers, owing to e want of govern­
ment subsidy.

Wants too Much.—The Globe learns 
that Mr. Dickens has refused the offer of 
$1,000, made by the Mechanics* Institute 
of Toronto, for a single night's reading. 
Mr. Dickens will not read before any 
association. His agent, Mr. Dolby, thinks 
it possible, however, that Mr. Dickens 
may come to Toronto in April or May 
next.

Trade op Prince Edward Island.— 
The grain trade is unusually brisk in this 
Island—it is said there will be some sixty 
square rigged vessels leave this fall 
loaded with oats for various ports in 
Europe. This will be a good thing for 
the farmers, particularly as the price has 
rdled high the whole season—from 2s 6d 
to 2s 8d per bushel. The operations of 
one house in this city, in grain, will 
amount to nearly £40,000.—Charlottetoicn 
Hander.

The Parliament Buildings.—Messrs 
Jacques & Hay have been commissioned 
to make the iuroiture for the Assembly 
Chamber and offices of the Local Govern­
ment for Ontario, and their hands are now 
working extra time, in order to have 
these completed by the time the House 
meets. The carpenters are nearly finished 
inside the buildings, and the progress 

in the work lately affords seme 
that the chamber will be

We have received a copy of the report 
of the Minister of Agriculture for 1866. 
It is a very large blue book and contains 
much valuable information not embodied 
in any of its predecessors. We find In It 
a statement of the value of ‘ 
exporte from Canada from 
both inclusive, which i 
former year the agridulturel products ex 
ported amounted to $7,889^96 ; and ani­
mals and their products to $8,768,502, 
making the total value of exports for 
that year $11,129,800. In 1864 we find 
that agricultural products Were sent out 
of the country to the amount of $10,781,- 
612, animals and their products $4,946,- 
588, total $15,678,050. There was a 
large increase in the first item in 1865, as 
it rose in that year to $15,979,244 ; and 
the value of animals and their products 
was nearly trebled, it being $12,581,901. 
No person will be at a loss to account for 
this tremendous increase, as it will be 
remembered that the necessities of the 
States after the close of the war prompted 
many Americans to come to Canada for 
cattle, and so vast was the necessity that 
both horses, and neat cattle were pur­
chased to an extent that left scarcely a 
superfluous hoof behind. The increase 
in the value of cattle exported daring 
1865 is set down in round numbers at $1,- 
000,000, in horses at $2,600,000, in sheep 
at $500,000, in Hour and wheat at $4,000,- 
000. In 1866 the value of exporte under­
went a very sensible diminution. Agri­
cultural products amounted to $14,712,- 
576, animals and their ptoducte to $8,178,- 
050, or a total of $22,890,629, teing a 
decrease of nearly six million dollars on 
the previous year.

In addition to the above Report we have 
received from the same source a state­
ment of the number of animale, in the 
Province of Ontario, as taken by the 
Clerks of the various municipalities, from 
the revised assessment rolls of 1867. In 
this the total number of cattle in the 
County of Wellington is set down as 
being 35,909, of sheep 57,352, of horses 
10,916, and of hogs 25,662. Waterloo 
lias 24,855 cattle, 53,536 sheep, 9,920 
horses, and 15,906 hogs. Halton num­
bers its cattle to the amount ot 15,985, its 
sheep to 32,405, its horses to 6,748, and 
its hogs to 6,407. Middlesex is the most 
hoggish of all the counties in Ontario, 
since it contains within its boundaries 
grunters to the number of35,206. G uelph 
Town owns 447 cattle, 872 sheep, 329 
horses, 512 hogs, 198 dogs, and 6 bitches. 
It keeps but a email number of the latter, 
probably on account of the aversion 
which the assessors and collectors enter­
tain for such animals. In 1861 the total 
number of cattle in the Province was 1,- 
015,328, of sheep 1,170,225, of homes 377,- 
681, of hogs 77(1,001. In 1867 the figures 
were as follows: total number of cattle 
928,882, decrease 91,946, total number of 
sheep 1,761,618, increase 591,393, total 
horses 358,519, decrease 19,162, total hogs 
621,488, decrease 154,513. For the year 
1866-7, 47,899 cattle were exported from 
Ontario and Quebec, 60,482 sheep, 7,625 
horses, and 8,790 swine. We have no 
account of any imports this year, but for 
the year previous we find that 2,865 
cattle, 3,622 sheep, 1,239 horses, and 3,- 
764 hogs were brought from other coun­
tries to Upper and Ivower Canada.

Government Relief.—The people of 
Sarnia are to have a meeting to discuss 
the propriety of asking a temporary loan 
from government to assist in rebuilding 
that portion of the town lately destroyed 
by fire.
