1200 TO «00 NEGROES ROASTED 
ALIVE.

New Orleans, April 15.—The steam­
boat South-western, which arrived here 
this afternoon, brings stirring and im­
portant news from Grant parish. The 
whites have re-taken Colfax, and there 
is not a negro to be found for miles 
around. From passengers we glean the 
following :—“The negroes had strongly 
entrenched themselves in the Court 
House and built breastworks three and 
four feet high, There were, it said, about 
4000 men armed and equipped thorough­
ly. On Saturday, at about twelve o’clock, 
aHbut 150 men, who had gathered from 
the surrounding parishes, made an at­
tack upon the breastworks, and a biisk 
fight was kept up till near three o'clock. 
The breastworks were then stormed and 
captured, the negroes taking refuge in 
the Court House, the doors of which 
were barricaded. After some further 
fighting the negroes threw out à flag of 
truce, and several detachments of men 
advanced under it, when they were? fired 
on, wonding several, one of whom was 
Captain Hadwoi, who -is shot in the 
bowels, arid it is feared fatally wounded. 
They retreated outside of the breastworks 
and as the only means of dislodging the 
negroes, the Court House was set on fire, 
and were shot as they came from the 
burning building.
