Winnipeg, May 81—Trading wee 
more active and prices opened strong 
on the local wheat market. Influences 
by exoessüvley hot and dry weather in 
southwestern states and higher Liver­
pool cables. Later there wae a weak­
ening developed on predictions of rain 
and a sprinkling in Omaha, firming 
near the close. Winnipeg opened 8-8 
to 5-8c higher, and closed unchanged to 
l-2c higher.

Blistering temperatures and absence 
of needed rain worried not only Kansas 
and Oklahoma, but Missouri and Ne­
braska as well. What, was worse, no 
forecast gave the slightest hope of a 
general rain. A material cut in the of­
ficial wheat crop of India tended fur­
ther to disturb the bears, and there 
were also predictions of small world 
shipments.

Floods of selling orders from fortun­
ate longs appeared to be all that pre­
vented considerably higher prices than 
were reported in the wheat markeVXDn 
all hard spots the offerings invariably 
grew to such volume as to turn the 
course of trade, but then quickly less­
ened A notable feature of business was 
improvement in cash demand, especial­
ly uPon the part of eastern millers. 
Primary receipts of wheat (two days) 
were 787,000 bushels, a year ago 259 - 
000. Exports of wheat and flour equal­
ed 217,000. u

Paris, June 1.—King Alfonso XIII.’s 
viHit to France has provoked from 
Deputy Emanuel Brousse, reporter of 
the general commission of accounts, a 
strong protest against the reckless 
waste of public money which always 
attends these events here.

The precédlng visit of the King of 
Spain, in 1905, cost the nation no lees 
than $155,103. M. Brousse cites the 
remark of the former reporter of the 
budget that “to spend on royalty seems 
to be the great aim of some of the re­
public’s administrations.’'

The chief blame for the present ex­
travagance he lays at the doors of the 
ministry of foreign affairs, and he 
states as a characteristic fact that one 
of its attaches sent to attend the 
funeral of King Oscar of Sweden 
found it necessary to distribute $293 in 
tips among the coachmen.

The fact of the matter is, he says, 
that the central administration takes 
advanage of every royal visit to re­
new its furniture, make expensive re­
pairs and enlarge the buildings out of 
extra credits granted.

Thus, when the sovereigns of Den­
mark and Norway arrived in Paris 
their visit was made the pretext for 
spending $2,393 on plumbing, $26,062 
for new furniture, $4,703 for paintings, 
$1,031 for fitting new locks, and $7,970 
for heating and lighting, although it 
was June, while the architects’ fees 
alone amounted to $2,184. Moreover, 
$57,739 was spent by the administra­
tion on the pretext of furnishing the 
royal apartments.

Hints at Graft.
He thinks it i scertaln that more 

than two-thirds of the amounts voted 
by parliament for the expenses of royal 
visits disappear in ways that have 
nothing to do with the reception of the 
sovereigns.

These figures, he says, give one the 
impression that the Elysee Palace and 
the Foreign Office are bare all the 
year round, and have to be furnished 
every time a foreign ruler stops at 
the Quai d’Orsay.

He adds that these visits are await­
ed with feverish impatience, not only 
among the underlings, who know they 
are about to receive princely pour­
boires for nothing whatever, but also 
among accredited trades people, who 
will be able to send in exorbitant bills 
without the slightest fear that these 
will be checked or disputed in any 
way.

M. Brousse quotes as normal exam­
ples coachmen, who receive $5 each 
daily as a tip; several guardians of 
the Louvre, who got $10 each for 
merely unhooking a picture, and chauf­
feurs, who are in the habit of getting 
daily a gratuity of $20, while the 
shower of the French taxpayers’ gold 
lasts.

Economical Hospitality.
“All this,” he concludes, “could be 

changed if the Foreign Office would 
understand that genuine hDspitality 
does not exclude economy, and that 
toonor to guests, marked by good 
taste, is far preferable to easy extra­
vagance, which is the sign of par­
venus.

“Very artistic menus could be found 
at a cost of less than $5 apiece. It is 
not indispensable to buy 6,000 servi­
ettes to entertain a dozen persons. 
Vehicles can be provided in some 
other way than by spending $2,600 for 
repairs on old carriages forgotten for 
fourteen years by ambassadors who 
have gone abroad.”

M. Brousse’s article is stirring up 
considerable feeling among a large 
part of the public, and it is possible 
that questions will be asked in parlia­
ment on the subject of the amounts 
paid out during the King of Spain's 
*«£ent visit ,
