All those who have married since 
May 18, when the bill was first an­
nounced, will be classed as single.

The Exemptions
In each county, probably selected 

by the judical authorities, but in 
any event not by the Government, 
exemption boards will be created. 
All those who, when their particu­
lar class is called, consider them­
selves elgible to exemption or whose 
employers think so, may go before 
these hoards. Elements in granting 
exemption will be civil occupations 
in industrial concerns held to be 
vital to the state,such as agricultur­
al and munition work and other 
lines of activity. The number of de­
pendents will be another feature in 
determining exemptions.

The Ten Classes
The ten classes are as follows :
1— Those who have attained the age 

of 20 and were born not earlier than 
1894, are unmarried or widower with­
out children.

2— Those born 18S9 to 1883 un­
married or widowers without chil­
dren.

3— Those born in 1883 to 1888 un­
married or widowers without child­
ren.

4— Those of 20 years and upwards, 
born not earlier than 1894, married 
or widowers, with a child or children.

5— Those born 1889 to 1893, mar­
ried or widowers with a child or 
children.

6— Those b: vit 1883 to 1888, mar­
ried or w'dowers, who have a child 
or children.

7— Those born 1877 to 1882, unmar­
ried or widowers without children.

8— Those born 1876 to 1882, mar­
ried or widowers with children.

9— Those born in 1872 to 1875, un­
married or widowers, without child­
ren.

10— Those born 1872 to 1875, mar­
ried or widowers, with a child or 
children.

The number to be secured is one 
hundred thousand.

Clergymen and men who are in any 
branch of the army or naval scrviole 
or have retired from either are to be , 
exempted.
The ibll provided for local exemption 

boards to whom application is to be 
made by those claiming exemption. 
One member of the-board is to be 
chosen by the county Judge,the other 
by the Minister of justice.

Then there will be an appeal tribun­
al composed of a judge appointed by 
a central provincial chief Justice 
the provincial Chief Justice and final­
ly a central appeal Judge to be chos­
en from the Supreme Court.
