IN A MODERN LAUNDRY.

rocesses Through Which Solled Coliars
Yust Pass.

Although a penny pays for the
laundrying of a collar few people who
do not have something to do with the
laundrying realize through how many
processes that same collar goes before
the penny is earned. In a Jaundry
where nothing but collars, shirt waists
and shirts are laundered the process
is as follows:

The bundles brought to the counter

on the ground floor of the establish-

ment are taken to the top of the
building, where they are untied and
the different art : sorted out and
marked, each person having his own
mark, which is chosen according to
the whim or the convenience of the
marker.
