The scene of the disaster is a five-story
brick building, and 1,200 persons were
at work there at the time ‘of -the acci-
dent, almost all young girls. :

Baccus, who was janitor, went after a
ball of twine on an upper floor, and pull«
ed the rope of an elevator, to bring the
elevator down, so that he could ‘ascend.
The elevator descended slowly, aeciden-
tally pinioning his head between the ele-
vator and the floor. A stock Boy re-
Jeased him and called, for help. “fFhe
foreman ran from the building to .call
an ambulance and immediately there was
a panic among the employ_ees. »

Some of the younger girls . fainted,
while others cried fire. Instantly thgre
was a mad rush for the narrow stair-

way. Some fell, others tripped over
them, and in less than a minute . there
were hundreds of children and young wo-
men  struggling in the - passageway.
Their screams could be heard for a
Llock or more. ;

In the excitement an alarm of fire was
turned 1n, but before the angines arrived
several of the girls rushed to the  win-
dows and jumped to street, a dis-
tance of over 50 feet. When the fire-
wen and police arrived -they rushed up
the stairway and begged the girls to be
calm, telling them there was absolutely
1o danger, but the sight of them only in-
creased the panic. Tadders were run
up on the outside of the building and the

: f'ent members of the syndicate who were

members of the old company, a number
of whom gave up in despair and sold out
their rights. Mr, Gallagher says that
besides paying interest on this enormous\
sum, it is paying all rentals, royalties,
and salaries. The big dredge is being
operated by'six men in three shifts, and
never stops work, . ‘While the bed of
the river is beiug scoeped up, a wheel
barrdwful at a time, sluicing is going
on on the scow. It lardly seems cred-
ible, but the Peasoun given as to why the
dredge did not pay is, that the sluicing
operations were defective.
