Ozmna is the professional or technical name given
to an advanced form of catarrh in which ulceration
" has eaten through the membrane lining of the
nose to the- cartilage of the bone. Any case of
catarrh may end in ozwne, but it nfost frequently
oceurs in those who are naturally scrofulous.

NO DOUBT AS TO.THEIR LEGALITY.

A suggestion was made by one of the depu-
tation that waited upon his worship the mayor, that
vigilence committees of citizens would be formed to
secure evidence against houses of ill-fame. The
police department have no objections to receive any
aid that vigilance committees can giyé them, pro-
vided they act carefully within the law. It has
been noticed with regret that often where consider-
able assistance could be given to the police in cases

.of this kind that assistance has been withheld.

When suspicfonus have arisen against houses of ill-
fame it has often happened that the police have en-
quired of neighbors living close to these houses for
information and evidence to aid in seeuring convic-
tion. There has often heen a great disinclination
shown either to give information or to come into
eourt to give evidence, although sometimes convic-
tions have heen secured through the evidence of
citizens living in the neighborhood. Any informa-
tion that may be received by the police either from
individual citizens or from committees will be
PROMPTLY ACTED UPON.

Where the police have obtained information that
would justify the prosecution the cdse has always
been prosecuted, and the board could not under-
stand what object Mr. Fenton had in wishing to
obtain lists of suth cases, especially as he acted in
most of them and he knew all about them, and he
wis replied to in that -sense. If now, however, it
will be of any assistance in helping to do away with
the evil the board will direct the chiefon application
to furnish Mr. Fenton with a list of all the known
houses of ‘ill-fame.
