Afterreviewing the work eof the association
since its formation, he advocated the
establishing of local health boards and the
appointment of . local health officers as an
aid tothis association, also that doctors
throughout the province shounld send a list of
the casesattended by them during each week
with the severity aud nature of the disease,
The germ theory of zymotic and o*her dis-
eases was scientifically adverted to, and the
necessity of microscopic analysis as an im-
portant  factor in  discovering the
origin and progress of diseases was con-
sidered. The opinion of eminent medi-
cal scientists in favor of the theory of the
contagious nature of tubeculosis-phthisis
was referred to and also the fact that such
a belief was gaining ground among mem-
bers of the profession. In relation to the
disposal of the bodies of persons dying
from contagious diseases the lecturer spoke
of cremation as destroying all possibility of
infection from those bodies.  What favor
