ENGLAND'S UNEMPLOYED, |

DEMONSTRATION AGAINST THE)
GOVERNMENT,. .

—

Downing Street Stormed—The Police at
First Overpowered—The Erection of
New Public Works Demanded.
Loxnoy, Feb, 16, —Great excitement was
caused here to-day by the riotous conduct
of alarge number of unemployed workmen,
3000 of whom paraded the streets with
banners bearing mottoes of their griev-
ances. Several bands accompanied the
proceesion, which marched to a building
occupied by the local government
board. The committee entered the
office and demanded relief for the
people they represented. They wanted
immediate employment or the con-
struction of municipal works, which they
said were needed for the public good. The
officials repulsed the ‘committee and the
crowd became a howling mob. The police
attempted to interfere but were soon over-
powered. The paraders then invaded
Downing street and stopped in front of Mr,
Gladstone’s official residence, They howled
and hissed invectives against the govern-
ment, The mob attempted to force ita way
into the room where the cabinet was sitting.
The police received reinforcements and
ci ; intrndars. "The mob then
to swius the admiralty and
fuees wue .-, but were driven off and finally
dispersed.
A 5'b!(||nel;( Meeting,
Loxvox, Feb, 16.—A large meeting of
the unemployed was held this afternoon
on the Thames embankment, Resolutions
were adopted demanding a reduction in
the hours of labor of government work-
men and the eregtion of useful public
works to give employment to the idle.
Hyndmsn, chairman of the democratic
federation, presided. Cheers for a social
revolution were given and violent speeches
were made, 'I'he speakers insisted that
the railway and other public companies
should betorbidden to employ men over
eight hours a day. One uuerteq Jay
Gould had cecently defeated a similar
measure in New York state and he had his
prototypes in the Goschens, R')thschvl_lda
and Brasseys of this country., The po'ice-
men drew their staves when the crowd
became demonstrative and chnrget} the
mob, which fled precipitately. Stones
were thrown at the police and several of
them were kicked. No arrests wers made.

OUEBEG@’S BIG BEIDGE.

Photographs of the Plans Received from
London.

Quenkc,”Feb, 16,—The promoters of the
proposed Quebec ~bridge have received
from London photographs of the plans of
the bridge intended to be erected over the
St. Lawrence near this city. The struc-
ture will be of the most massive character,
arranged with double tracks, The extreme

height of the steel cantilever superstructure
will be 260 feet above the track at the

centre, or 400 feet above the water. The

immensity of thi€ may be judged by the
comparison with 'the citadel, which is
abont 350 feet above the St. Lawrence, and
still the longest span of the bridge will be
only 300 feet shorter than the long span of
the bridge at Edinburg. The plans have
been made in London by Mr. Brunbees, a
celebrated engineer, president of the insti-
tute of civil engineers, upon the data fur-
nished by A. L. Lyght, chief engineer of
the® provincial government. ' It is stated
that the bridge can be completed in two
years, or probably in a shorter time if
necessary.

Montreal’s Brave Police.

MoxTREAL, Feb, 16,—Last night a howl-
ing, yelling mob besieged the door of the
salvation army on St. James street. Two
policemen who were on duty were seem-
ingly powerless to act. The people then
began to pelt the police with snow and
finally a gu 'd in the central station had
to be caller out, but even they were un-
able ta disperse the mob, knots of whom
kapt hanging around.

GORDON BROWN, AVENGER

—

HIS PROJECT VOR GETTING EVEN
WITH THE GLOBE.

—_———

He Wants the News, e Wants Mr. Blake's
Scalp and Mr. Mowat’s Back Halr.

Gordon Brown has never got over his
deposition from the Globe, and says he
never will—that he will be avenged yet on
the men who took the reform organ out of
his hands. He considers the mem-
bers of the Oatario government (Mr.
Mowat  especially), his  brother-in-
law, Thomas Nelson of Edinburgh,
Mrs, George Brown, Edward Blake, the
“ London Advertiter crowd” (John Cam-
eron and David Mills), Robt, Jaffray, James
David Edgar, H, H. Cook, etc., as the
parties who in the main were responsible
for his removal, and to avenge himself on
these Gordon openly avows is the object of

his life, It is true that™he has taken am
office from Mr, Mowat as registrar of the
surrogate court of the county of Yaork,
which gives him an income of over $3000 a
-year and very little to do; but he ismot
satisfied—he wants the scalp of every
man-jack of them that he considers as-
sisted in kis deposifion, These scalps
are to _be got, so he thinks, by getting
hold of another paper, and so he has been
in Ottawa for some days past trying to
raise the wind to get control of the To-
ronto News, owned by the Mail people,
or rather by Charles Riordon as trustee of
John Riordon’s estate., That paper is
now in financial straits—it is nominally in
the name of E. E, Sheppard, but Charles
Riordon holds a chatte! mortgage for $75,-
000 bearing date Dec, 9, 1884,0n the news.
paper, the subscription lists, plant, paper,
everything, payable three days thereafte:
—and notwithstanding all the momey the
Riordons have put into it, it has
never caught. on, and Charles Rior-
don declared ,not long ago that. he
would not sink another cent. As a con-
sequence most of the staff was dismissed,
the morning edition was cut off, a pirated
edition was put out at 8, and a lean and
hollow look pervaded the whole establish-
ment.  Gerdon Brown saw things to be in
extremis; accordingly he and Shep-
pard put their heads together %o
induce the Riordons to turn it over to
them for some $30,000 (the plant is worth
$12,000, the only thing of value, but that
is almost counterbalanced by the evil repu-
tation of the sheet). The Riordons are
willing to sell, but Gordon and Sheppard
have not the means—their mission to
Ottawa is to raise the where-
withal to buy the concern, Their
main  argument in asking certain
conservatives at Ottawa to help them is
that (iordon as editor will be able to pitch
into Blake, to breed discord in the reform
ranks, to go for Mowat, and to make
things roar. Now Gordon may be able to
do this and he may not. It was he more
than anyone else who wrecked the reform
party in 1878 by his free trade articles in
the Globe. Moreover, though he claims to
be his brother George’s political heir, the
will thereof has never yet been admitted
to probate. The truth is, George Brown
is dead and his political energy has gone
with him—Gordon cannot work the oracle
—if he plays upon the pipe only discordant
notes will isaue—only notes that are in-
spired by a desire for vengeance, not ®
desire to promote the public welfare. - But
even Gordon has no use for Sheppard—
John T, Hawke, so the program says, is to
