When Halton, ag a
county, declared in favor of the Acta second
time, Milton Town gave a majofity of sixty-
eight u?ainst the measure. - Therefore it is not
surprising that that majority shouid elect a
Council that by a vote of 7 to 8 could discredit
itself by declaring in & special meeting that
they know of the violation of the Act—of illicit
sale, depraving the morals of the community
